(SectionIII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the citizensof that part of
the fifth electiondistrict in the countyof Lancaster,beginning
at Miller’s tavernandextendingalong apublic roadto Cocal-
leo creeknear Ephrata mill, and from thencedown the said
creek to the line of Earl township, shall be annexedto the
ninth election district, andhold their electionsat the house
now occupiedby JacobStahley, in Reamstown,in the town-
ship of Cocalico,any thing to the contrary thereof in any
former law notwithstanding.

CHAPTER MMCCCLXXXIII.

AN ACT AUTHORIZING THE JUDGES OF THE COURT OF COMMON
PLEAS OF NORTHAMPTON COUNTY, TO HOLD TWO ADDITIONAL
COURTSANNUALLY, IN THE SAID COUNTY.

Section I. (Section I, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn~
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet,andit is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That the judgesof the courts of
common pleas in the county of Northampton, shall be an-
thorised andrequired, to hold two additional courts of com-
mon pleas in the said county, for trying and arguing civil
causes,and for doing and transacting all other business
usually done andtransactedin the said court; which courts
shall continueeach oneweek, andcommencerespectivelyon
the third Monday in March, andon the third Monday in Oc-
tober annually.

Section II. (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That this act shall continue in
force until the first day of April, in the year one thousand
eight hundredand six.
