CHAPTER XIV.

A SUPPLEMENT # an A8, entitled, an A¢F
conferring certain Powers on the Commiffioners
of Berks County, and for other Purpofes.

HEREAS by an a& of the Legiflature,
pafled the fecond day of April, one thou-
fand eight hundred and four, a power was vefted
in the commiffioners of Berks county, to collect, -
recover and receive the arrearages of taxes due
from the county of Berks to this Common-
wealth . And whereas doubts have arifen, whe-
ther the faid law authorifed the commiflioners
aforefaid, to recover and receive the arrears of
taxes already colletted and in the hands of the
former county treafurer, or the monies due to
the State by the bail of the former county trea-
furer, and alfo the taxes in the hands of the
prefent
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prefent county treafurer : Therefore to obviate
thofe doubits,

Seftion 1. Be it enalted by the Senate and
Houfe of Reprefentatives of the Commonwealth of
Pennfylvania, in General Affembly met, and it is
hereby enacted by the authority of the fame, That The Commit
the commiffioners of Berks county be, and they Il;;:li:scoounty
are hereby authorifed to recover and receive the empowered to
arrears of taxes due to this Commonwealth from o eres, &e,
faid county of Berks, already collefted and in
the hands of the former county treafurer, or
due to the Commonwealth from the bail of the
former ' county treafurer; and alfo the taxes
due to the Commonwealth, which have been col-

 leted, and are in the hands of the prefent coun-
