To further amend section one of an act, approved the seventeenth
day of May, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-one (Pam-
phlet Liaws, nine hundred eight), entitled “Am act regulating the
elosing of public highways, and providing for the locating, mark-
ing, and maintenance of detours necessitated by such closing,”
as amended ; by providing further that when any borough street,
forming a part of a State highway, is closed to vehicular traffic,
the borough shall notify the Department of Highways of the
creation of a detour, and of the removal of said detour when such
street is again opened to traffic.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section one of
the act, approved the seventeenth day of May, one
thousand nine hundred and twenty-one (Pamphlet
Laws, nine hundred eight), entitled “An act regulat-
ing the closing of public highways, and providing for
the locating, marking, and maintenance of detours
necessitated by such closing,” as amended by an act,
approved the eighteenth day of May, one thousand
nine hundred and twenty-three (Pamphlet Laws, two
hundred fifty-seven), entitled “An act to amend section
two of the act, approved the seventeenth day of May,
one thousand nine hundred and twenty-one (Pamphlet
Laws, nine hundred and eight), entitled ‘An act
regulating the closing of public highways, and provid-
ing for the locating, marking, and maintenance of de-
tours necessitated by such closing,” and providing pen-
alties,” as further amended by the act, approved the
thirteenth day of May, one thousand nine hundred
and twenty-five (Pamphlet Laws, six hundred sixty-
eight), entitled “An act to further amend section one
and paragraph one of section two of an act, approved
the seventeenth day of May, one thousand nine hun-

nor for a longer period than is necessary for the pur-
pose for which such order is issued: Provided, how-
ever, That no public road or highway shall be closed
to vehicular traftic under order of the authorities hav-
ing charge of the maintenance of suich highway when
the same has been designated as a detour by the Depart-
ment of Highways unless the written consent of the
Department of Highways has first been obtained or
unless the authorities having jurisdiction over said
road or highway shall by resolution duly recorded on
their minutes, declare such closing necessary for the
protection of the public safety: Provided further, That
when any borough street, which forms a part or sec-
tion of @ State highway, is closed to wvehicular traf-
fic, the borough shall notify the D4¢partment of High-
ways of the creation of @ detour, as hereinafter provid-
ed, and, when such detour is removed, the Department
of Highways shall also be notified of the removal.

Be it enacted, &c., That section two of
the act, approved the twenty-third day of April, one

titions for the laying out or vacation of a public road
to fix definitely the points of beginning and ending, and
requiring the clerk of the court of quarter sessions, in
any county, to certify the report of the jury of view
to the State Highway Department,” is hereby amended
to read as follows:

Section 2. Upon the confirmation of the report of
the jury of view by the court of quarter sessions, it shall
be the duty of the clerk of said court to immediately
certify a copy of said report, with the accompanying
draft, and the action of the court on the report of the
viewers, to the State; Highway Department.
