AN ACT 

Authorizing the council, the commission of water works, or other 
body in charge of water works property, in third class cities, 
to lease real property and water areas not necessary or essential 
for the operation or maintenance of the water works. 

Sectiom .l. Be it enacted, &c., :I'hat it shall be law­
ful for the council, or the commission of water works, 
or other body of any city of the third class having 
charge and control of the water worlrn property of 
any snch city, to lease, for a period of years, siub­
ject to proper restrictions, any portion of the real 
property, not exceeding three acres, and any water 
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a1·ea, nnder its control and not necessary or essential 
for the operation and maintenance of such water 
works, for the purpose of establishing and mai.ntain­
ing a lrnrbor for yachts and for the erection of prop­
er and suitable buildings in connection therewith: Pro­
vided, 'l'hat the occupation of the grounds and water 
areas so leased shall not interfere with the operation 
of such water works or in~ any manner affect the san­
itary conditions of any public water supply. 

Any such lease, before the same is executed, shall 
be submitted to and be approved by the Department 
of Health.
