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Section 3. The [Superintendent] Commissioner of
[the] Pennsylvania [State] Motor Police shall establish
and charge each student a fee sufficient to cover the cost
of the board, laundry and supplies applicable to such
student. Such fee shall be payable in advance in month-
ly installments, but shall not exceed the sum of forty .
dollars ($40.00) per month.

All moneys received or collected hereunder shall be
paid into the General Fund of the State Treasury
through the Department of Revenue, and shall be added
and ecredited to the current biennial maintenance ap-
propriation out of the General Fund to the Pennsylvania
[State] Motor Police, and shall be available, and is
hereby appropriated, for the same purposes for which
such current biennial appropriation is available.

Section 3. This act shall become effective immediately
upon its final enactment.

No. 450
AN ACT

To re-enact and amend the act, approved the first day of May,
one thousand nine hundred twenty-mne (Pamphlet Laws, one
thousand forty-six), entitled “An act appropriating the moneys
in the Motor License Fund,” as amended, by making the
moneys in the Motor License Fund available to the Penn-
sylvania Motor Police to defray the expenses required by such
agency in the proper conduct of part of its work.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the title and all
the sections of the act, approved the first day of May,
one thousand nine hundred twenty-nine (Pamphlet
Laws, one thousand forty-six), entitled ‘‘ An aet appro-
priating the moneys in the Motor License Fund,”’ as
amended, are hereby re-enacted, amended or further
amended, as the case may be, as follows:

AN Acr
Appropriating the moneys in the Motor License Fund.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That all moneys now in
the Motor License Fund in the State Treasury, and all
moneys which may hereafter be paid into the Motor
License Fund, be and the same are hereby appropriated
as hereinafter provided.

Section 2. As much of the money, from time to time
in the Motor License Flund, as may be necessary, is here-
by appropriated to the Board of Finance and Revenue
for the following purposes:
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(a) For sinking fund requirements and interest on
outstanding bonds of this Commonwealth, issued for the
purpose of improving and rebuilding the highways of the
Commonwealth, the acquisition of toll bridges, and for
the payment of the compensation to the Commonwealth’s
loan and transfer agent for services rendered in con-
nection with the registration, transfer and payment of
interest on said bonds and for other services required to
be performed by such loan and transfer agent. Pay-
ments to the Board of Finance and Revenue, under this
clause, shall be made at such times and in such amounts
as shall, from time to time, be provided by law, but
should the General Assembly at any time fail to enact
legislation supplemental to this act, payments shall from
time to time be made hereunder upon the requisition of
the Board of Finance and Revenue approved by the
State Treasurer.

.(b) TFor the payment of approved claims for refund
made to the board for moneys paid into the Motor Li-
cense Fund to which the Commonwealth is not right-
fully entitled.

Section 3. As much of the money, from time to time
in the Motor License Fund, as may be necessary, is
hereby appropriated to the Department of Revenue for
administering and enforcing the laws, rules, or regula-
tions relating to the operation of aircraft, landing fields,
or intermediate landing fields, and for the proper con-
duet of its work in titling and registering motor ve-
hicles, trailers, and tractors, licensing the operators of
vehicles, [and enforcing the laws regulationg the regis-
tration, titling, and operation of vehicles upon the high-
ways] and for the collection of liquid fuels taxes, as
follows:

(a) For the payment of the salaries, wages or other
compensation, and traveling and other necessary ex-
penses of the Commissioner of Motor Vehicles, or such
other officer or officers of the department appointed by
the secretary thereof to have charge of the foregoing
activities of the department, and such deputies, di-
rectors, superintendents, bureau or division chiefs, as-
sistant directors, assistant superintendents, assistant
chiefs, experts, engineers, draftsmen, accountants, sec-
retaries, auditors, inspectors, examiners, statisticians,
clerks, stenographers bookkeepers, messengers, laborers,
and other assistants and employes, as may be required
in the performance of the duties above mentioned, and
such special deputy attorneys general, assistant deputy
attorneys general, and attorneys, as may be assigned by
the Attorney General to the department or for handling
any legal business pertaining to its work.

[(b) For the payment of the salaries, wages or
other compensation, board, lodging, uniforms, arms, and
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equipment, and their maintenance and traveling and
other necessary expenses of State Highway Patrolmen:
Provided, That the provisions of this clause shall not
authorize any appropriation for such purposes to the
Department of Revenue if the State Highway Patrol is
by law placed under the administration of the State
Police; but said appropriation shall be available for like
purposes to the State Police, but not in excess of the

amount limited by any other law.]

[(e)] (b) For the purchase, maintenance, storage,
and repair of furniture, furnishings, stationery, sup-
plies, materials, equipment, fuel, motor vehicles, air-
craft, and printing and binding, and for the payment of
premiums on policies of insurance covering motor ve-
hicles or aircraft operated by employes of the depart-
ment, and surety bonds for officers or employes of the
department required to furnish such bonds, but all such
purchases shall be made, and all such contracts of in-
surance and surety bonds shall be placed, through the
Department of Property and Supplies as purchasing
agent.

[(d)] (¢) For the payment of postage, telegrams,
telephone rentals, and toll charges, and rentals for or
royalties upon leased office equipment, or other devices
or machines.

[(e) For the construction, through the Department
of Property and Supplies, or the purchase and repair
or maintenance of buildings for the use of the State
Highway Patrol.

(f) Through the Department of Property and Sup-
plies, to purchase or lease lands and to construet thereon
highways and buildings suitable for the examination of
applicants for operators’ licenses, or to purchase or
lease lands for the use of the State Highway Patrol.

(g)] (d) For the payment of rentals for branch
buildings and repairs thereto.

[(h)] (e) For the payment of transportation, medi-
cal attendance, and hospital charges of employes in-
jured or killed in line of duty, and the payment of
workmen’s compensation to injured employes or depen-
dents of deceased employes, or the payment of premiums
upon policies insuring the Commonwealth against work-
men’s compensation liability to employes or dependents
of employes of the department: Provided, That such
insurance shall be carried only with the approval of
the Governor.

[(i)] (f) For the payment of traveling expenses
and witness fees in the amount of two ($2) dollars per
capita per diem to witnesses testifying for the Common-
wealth at hearings. [and for the payment of fees
charged by physicians for eXamining persons sus-
pected of operating motor vehicles while intoxiecated
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whenever such persons are found, as a result of such
examination, not to be intoxicated, except that no sum
in excess of five ($5) dollars shall be paid to any physi-
cian for such an examination.]

()] (g) TFor the payment of expenses in connec-
tion with traffic safety, educational work, exhibits,
photography, models, and other exhibition or educa-
tional aceessories, and for all other expense of every
kind and description necessary effectively to carry on
this work.

[(k)] (k) TFor the purchase of registration plates
and any other expenses incidental thereto.

[()] (¢) For the payment of rewards for detection
of fraud.

[(m)](j) For the purpose of purchasing and ac-
quiring, in the name of the Commonwealth of Pennsyl-
vania, air navigation facilities and intermediate land-
ing field equipment, through the Department of Prop-
erty and Supplies as agent.

[(n)] (k) For the purpose of installing, condition-
ing, improving, equipping, maintaining and operating
any air navigation facilities, intermediate landing field
equipment, beacon sites, landing fields, and intermediate
landing fields, leased or acquired by the Commonwealth,
and lands acquired, within the Commonwealth, suit-
able for landing fields, intermediate landing fields, bea-
con sites, and air navigation facilities.

[(0)] (1) For all other expenses of every kind and
description necessary for the performance by the de-
partment of the aforesaid work.

[(n)] (m) ¥For payment to the Department of the
Auditor General of the cost incurred by that depart-
ment in auditing requisitions drawn on the Motor Li-
cense Fund, and in auditing, annually, periodically or
specially, the aforesaid affairs of the Department of
Revenue, at such amounts as the Department of the
Auditor General, with the approval of the Executive
Board, shall determine.

[(o)] (n) For payment to the Treasury Department
of the cost of making disbursements out of the Motor
License Fund, on behalf of the Department of Revenue,
in the performance of the duties above mentioned, at
such amounts as the Treasury Department, with the
approval of the Executive Board, shall determine.

[(p)] (o) For payment to the Department of Prop-
erty and Supplies for space occupied in the Capitol
buildings and for water, light, heat, power, telephone
and other services utilized and consumed by the Depart-
ment of Revenue, in the performance of the above men-
tioned duties, at such amounts as the Department of
Property and Supplies, with the approval of the Execu-
tive Board, shall determine.
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Section 4. As much of the money, from time to time
in the Motor License Fund, ts hereby appropriated to
the Pennsylvania Motor Police as shall be deemed by
the Governor to be apportionable to the work of the
Pennsylvania Motor Police in enforcing the laws regu-
lating the use of the highways of this Commonwealth,
and in assisting the Department of Revenue in the col-
lection of motor license fees, fees for titling wehicles
and tractors, operators’ license fees, and the taxr on
liquid fuels, and the issuance of certificates of title and
motor and operators’ licenses. Such moneys sholl be
transferred, from time to time, out of the Motor License
Fund to the General Fund, shall be credited to the cur-
rent appropriation out of the General Fund to the Penn-
sylvania Motor Police, and shall be available for the
purposes for which such appropriation 1s appropriated
by law.

Section [4] 5. The remainder of the money, from
time to time in the Motor License Fund, is hereby ap-
propriated to the Department of Highways for the fol-
lowing purposes: .

(a) For the payment of the salaries, wages or other
compensation, and the traveling and other necessary
expenses of the Secretary of Highways, such deputies,
directors, superintendents, bureau or division chiefs,
assistant directors, assistant superintendents, assistant
chiefs, experts, scientists, engineers, surveyors, drafts-
men, accountants, secretaries, auditors, inspectors, éx-
aminers, statisticians, clerks, stenographers, bookkeepers,
messengers, laborers, and other assistants and employes,
as may be required for the proper conduct of the work
of the department, and such special deputy attorneys
general, assistant deputy attorneys general, and at-
torneys, as may be assigned by the Attorney General
to the department or for handling any legal business
pertaining to its work.

(b) For the purchase, maintenance, and repair of
furniture, furnishings, stationery, supplies, materials,
equipment, fuel, motor vehicles, and printing and bind-
ing, and for the payment of premiums on policies of in-
surance covering motor vehicles operated by employes
of the department, and surety bonds for officers and
employes of the department required to furnish such
bonds, but all such purchases shall be made, and all
such contracts of insurance and surety bonds shall be
placed, through the Department of Property and Sup-
plies as purchasing agent, except that the Department
of Highways may purchase directly equipment, ma-
terials and supplies necessary for the construction and
repair of highways, if such equipment, materials or
supplies are not on the schedule of the Department of
Property and Supplies.
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(¢) For the payment of rentals for branch buildings
and repairs thereto.

(d) For the payment of postage, telegrams, tele-
phone rentals and toll charges, and rentals for or roy-
alties upon leased office equipment, or other devices or
machines.

(e) For maintaining, reconstructing, replacing, and
repairing, or assisting in maintaining, reconstruecting,
replacing, and repairing, State highways, State-aid high-
ways, and any other highways which the department
may be authorized to maintain, reconstruct, replace,
and repair, or assist in maintaining, reconstructing, re-
placing, and repairing, and of such bridges as the de-
partment may be authorized by law to maintain, re-
construct, replace, and repair, or to assist in maintain-
ing, reconstructing, replacing, and repairing.

(f) For constructing and improving, or assisting in
constructing and improving, State highways, State-aid
highways, and any other highways or streets, and any
bridges which the department may be authorized by
law to construet or improve, or assist in constructing or
improving, but the moneys expended by the department
under this clause for construction and improvement of
highways, without expense to the political subdivisions
of the State, shall be allocated among the several coun-
ties, in such manner and to such an extent as shall,
from time to time, be provided by law, and, in the ab-
sence of, or beyond any such statutory direection, shall
be expended as the department shall determine, and
the moneys expended for State aid, and upon city
streets, shall be expended to the extent to which such
expenditures shall, from time to time, be authorized by
law. .

(g) For the maintenance and repair of all inter-
state bridges over the Delaware River between the
Commonwealth and the State of New Jersey, now owned
or to be acquired or constructed from Morrisville, Bucks
County, to Milford, Pike County, and of interstate
bridges between this Commonwealth and the State of
New York, now owned or which may hereafter be ac-
quired or construected.

(h) TFor the payment of transportation, medical
attendanee, and hospital charges for employes injured
or killed in line of duty, and the payment of work-
men’s compensation to injured employes or the depen-
dents of deceased employes, or the payment of premi-
ums upon policies insuring the Commonwealth against
workmen’s compensation liability to employes or de-
pendents of employes of the department: Provided,
That such insurance shall be carried ounly with the ap-
proval of the Governor.

(i) For purchasing, acquiring, and leasing lands
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in the name of the Commonwealth, containing stone
suitable for use in the construction, improvement, re-
construetion, replacement or maintenance of highways,
and to quarry and prepare the stone therein for use in
the construction, improvement, reconstruction, replace-
ment and maintenance of highways, to manufacture any
other material used in the construction, improvement,
reconstruction, replacement or maintenance thereof,
whether for use by the department in the construction,
improvement, reconstruction, replacement or mainten-
ance of highways, or for selling the same to contrac-
tors engaged in such work, or to political subdivisions
of the State for the construection, improvement, recon-
struction, replacement and maintenance of roads, as
may now or hereafter be provided by law.

(i) For the erection of such buildings, and the pur-
chase of such machinery, as may be necessary or es-
sential for the proper prosecution of the work of quarry-
ing or manufacturing stone or materials for the con-
struetion, improvement, reeonstructlon replacement or
maintenance of highways.

(k) Subjeet to the approval of the Governor, and
of the Department of Property and Supplies, for the
purchase or acquisition of land in the name of the Com-
monwealth for the purpose of erecting thereon garages,
storage sheds, laboratories, or other buildings neces-
sary in connection with the construction, improvement,
reconstruction, replacement or maintenance of high-
ways, and for the erection on land thus acquired of
such garages, storage sheds, laboratories, or other build-
ings.

(1) To propagate or purchase trees, shrubs, vines or
grasses for planting on or along the State hlghways and
to maintain the same.

(m) For the purchase, installation, and maintenance
of signs and traffic signals on State highways.

(n) For the payment of traveling expenses and wit-
ness fees, in amount of two ($2) dollars per capita per
diem, to witnesses testifying for the Commonwealth.

(o) For the payment of damages to property here-
tofore or hereafter caused or occasioned in connection
with the work of the department in the construction, im-
provement, maintenance and repair, or in the prepara-
tion of materials for such purposes, of roads, highways,
or bridges, under the jurisdiction of the department and
for which the Commonwealth is responsible for main-
tenance, and attributed to negligence or carelessness on
the part of the employes of the department, not exceed-
ing, however, the sum of twenty-five thousand ($25,000)
dollars during any fiscal biennium. All claims for dam-
ages to property payable hereunder shall be submitted
to the Seeretary of Highways in writing, verified by
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affidavit, and the secretary shall investigate the same
and determine the amount to be paid, if any, subjec
to the approval of the Attorney General. :

(p) For all other expenses of every kind and descrip-
tion necessary effectively to carry on the work of the
department as authorized by law.

(q) For payment to the Department of the Auditor
General of the cost incurred by that department in au-
diting requisitions drawn on the Motor License Fund,
and in auditing, annually, periodically or specially,
the aforesaid affairs of the Department of Highways, at
such amounts as the Department of the Auditor Gen-
eral, with the approval of the Executive Board, shall
determine.

(r) For payment to the Treasury Department of the
cost of making disbursements out of the Motor License
Fund, on behalf of the Department of Highways, in
the performance of the duties above mentioned, at
such amounts as the Treasury Department, with the ap-
proval of the Executive Board, shall determine.

(s) For payment to the Department of Property and
Supplies for space ocecupied in the Capitol buildings
and for water, light, heat, power, telephone and other
services utilized and consumed by the Department of
Highways, in the performance of the above mentioned
duties, at such amounts as the Department of Prop-
erty and Supplies, with the approval of the Executive
Board, shall determine.

(t) For payment to the Department of Property and
Supplies of the cost incurred by that department in
making purchases of supplies, equipment, and materials
for the Department of Highways, as purehasi‘x%g agent,
including salaries, wages or other compensation of em-
ployes, traveling expenses, telephone toll charges, tele-
grams, newpaper advertising and notices, and all other
expenses necessary for the performance by the Depart-
ment of Property and Supplies of the aforesaid duties,
at such amounts as the Department of Property and
Supplies, with the approval of the Executive Board,
shall determine. _ ’

Section [5] 6. Stores of any nature whatsoever, in-
cluding quarried or manufactured produets, and, in
addition, equipment, rental charges for the use of equip-
ment, either owned or leased by the Department of
Highways, shall be considered charges against any spe-
cial appropriations made to the Department of High-
ways for any purposes. Transfer requisitions shall be
submitted by the Department of Highways, from time
to time, to adjust the balances of the appropriations in
accordance with the actual cost of work performed, ex-
cluding however overhead, advertising, engineering and
inspection expenses. Such tranfer requisitions shall be
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audited by the Auditor General and State Treasurer,
and, if found correct, shall become adjusting entries
on the books of the fiscal officers and of the Department
of Highways.

Section [6] 7. Estimates of the amounts to be ex-
pended from the Motor License Fund under this act or
any other act, from time to time, by the Department of
Revenue, the Pennsylvania Motor Police, and the De-
partment of Highways, respectively, and by the Board
of Finance and Revenue in the payment of eclaims for
refund, shall be submitted to the Governor for his ap-
proval or disapproval, as in the case of other appro-
priations made to administrative departments, boards,
and commissions ; and it shall be unlawful for the Audi-
tor General to honor any requisition for the expenditure
of any moneys whatsoever out of the Motor License
Fund by the Board of Finance and Revenue for re-
funds, or by the Department of Revenue, or by the
Pennnsylvania Motor Police, or by the Department of
Highways for any purpose whatsoever in excess of the
estimates approved by the Governor, any other act or
acts heretofore enacted to the contrary notwithstand-
ing. -

Subject to the foregoing provisions, the moneys in
the Motor License Fund shall be paid out of the fund,
upon warrant of the Auditor General, drawn, after
requisition, by the Board of Finance and Revenue, the
Department of Revenue, the Pennsylvania Motor Police,
or the Department of Highways, as the case may be.

Section [7] 8. The provisions of this act, as far as
they are the same as those of existing laws, are in-
tended as a continuation of such laws and not as new
enactments.

[Section 8. The provisions of this act shall become
effective on June first, one thousand nine hundred
twenty-nine.]

Section 2. This act shall becomie effective immediately
upon its final enactment. '
