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to the present property of said college as may be needed
to rectify the property lines thereof, and make possible
the proper location of a new campus training school.

Section 2. Said traects of land, when purchased, shall
be added to the lands of the Edinboro State Teachers’
College. The deeds of conveyance shall be deposited
with the Secretary of Internal Affairs.

Section 3. The said lands shall not be acquired until
the titles thereto have been approved by the Department
of Justice.

Section 4. The sum of eight thousand dollars
($8,000), or so much thereof as may be necessary, is
hereby appropriated to the Department of Property and
Supplies for the payment of the purchase price of said
tracts of land and the expenses incidental thereto, in-
cluding title searches.

Section 5. This act shall become effective immedi-
ately upon its final enactment.

Authorizing the Department of Property and Supplies to acquire,
by purchase or gift or lease or condemnation on behalf of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, the property of the
Seventh Day Baptists of Ephrata, in whole or in part; to pro-
vide for the control, management, and supervision of the prop-
erty when acquired by the Pennsylvania Historical Commis-
sion, authorizing the commission to maintain the same and
make and enforce rules and regulations for its preservation
and visitation thereof; and making an appropriation for such
acquisition and maintenance.

Acquisition of Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the Department
}f;‘,ffatgf e ser. Of Property and Supplies be, and it hereby is, authorized
to acquire, by purchase or gift or lease or condemnation
in the name of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, in
whole or in part, the real estate sometime owned by the
Society of Seventh Day Baptists of Ephrata, located in
Ephrata Township, Lancaster County, Pennsylvania,
commonly known as the Ephrata Cloister, now in the
custody and control of a liquidating trustee appointed
by the Commonwealth Court, or common pleas court of
Dauphin County, Pennsylvania.
Dpnrata Section 2. The real estate so acquired shall be pre-
* served and maintained as an historical place and park,
to be known as the Ephrata Cloisters Park.
Section 3. All powers now exercised or heretofore
conferred by law upon the Pennsylvania Historical
