Commonwealth and interests therein, and to acquire 
lands therefor; authorizing said Authority and the De­
partment of Highways to enter into agreements pro­
viding for mutual cooperation in furtherance of the 
construction of any project hereby authorized; granting 
the right of eminent domain; empowering said Authority 
to sell and convey projects and property to the Common­
wealth; and providing that no debt of the Common­
wealth or any of its political subdivisions shall be in­
curred in the exercise of any of the powers granted by 
this act; and making an appropriation,'' is hereby 
amended to read as £ollows: 

Section 4. Purposes and Powers; General.­
• * • • • 
( i) To borrow money, make and issue negotiable 

notes, bonds and other evidences of indebtedness or 
obligations (herein called "bonds") of the Authority, 
not exceeding [forty] eighty million dollars [ ($40,000,-
000)) ($80,000,000) in the aggregate, and to secure the 
payment of such bonds, or any part thereof, by pledge 
or deed of trust of aU or any of its revenues, rentals and 
receipts, and to make such agreements with the pur­
chasers or holders of such bonds or with others in con­
nection with any such bonds, whether issued or to be 
issued, as the Authority shall deem advisable and, in 
general, to provide for the security for said bonds and 
the rights of the holders thereof. 

Section 2. This act shall become effective immediately 
upon final enactment.

To amend section 1 of the act, approved the twenty-sixth day of 
April, one thousand nine hundred forty-five (Pamphlet Laws 
318), entitled "An act to regulate the sale and possession of 
penicillium (penicillin), and its derivatives, preparations and 
compounds in the interest of public health," by providing certain 
exceptions to said act. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section 1 of the act, approved the twenty­
sixth day of April, one thousand nine hundred forty-five 
(Pamphlet Laws 318), entitled "An act to regulate the 
sale and possession of penicillium (penicillin), and its 
derivatives, preparations and compounds in the interest 
of public health,'' is hereby amended to read as follows: 
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LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA, 

Section 1. The drug known as penicillium (penicillin) 
and any of its derivatives, preparations or compounds 
of the same, except penicillin teat dilato·rs and veterin­
arian ointment for mastitis, shall not be sold at retail or 
dispensed to any person, except upon the written pre­
scription of a duly licensed physician, dentist or veterin­
arian, compounded or dispensed by a registered phar­
macist, or under the immediate personal supervision 
of a registered pharmacist, and no pharmacist shall 
dispense any such drug without affixing to the con­
tainer in which the drug is sold or dispensed a 
label bearing the name and address of the pharmacist, 
the date compounded, and the consecutive number of 
the prescription under which it is recorded in his pre­
scription files, together with the name of the physician, 
dentist or veterinarian prescribing it: Provided, That 
the provisions of this section of this act shall not apply 
to a duly licensed physician, dentist or veterinarian: 
Provided, however, That they keep a record of the 
amount of such drugs purchased and a dispensing record 
showing the date, name and the quantity of the drugs 
dispensed, and the name and address of the patient. No 
physician, dentist or veterinarian shall dispense any such 
drug without affixing to the container in which the drug 
is sold or dispensed a label bearing the name and address 
of the dispenser, the date dispensed, the name and ad­
dress of the patient, and the directions for the use of 
the drug by the patient.

Authorizing the Governor, on behalf of the Commonwealth of 
Pennsylvania, to enter into a compact or agreement with the 
State of New Jersey authorizing the Pennsylvania Turnpike 
Commission and the New Jersey Turnpike Authority to select 
a location for a bridge across the Delaware River and, acting 
alone or in conjunction with each other, to construct, finance, 
operate and maintain such bridge, including the power to fix 
and collect tolls, and authorizing the Governor to apply, on 
behalf of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, to the Congress 
of the United States for its consent thereto. 

'l'he General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. The Governor is hereby authorized to enter 
into a compact, on behalf of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania, with the State of New Jersey, in substantially 
the following form : 
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
