SESSION OF 1951.

Section 29. Repeals.—The following act is hereby
expressly repealed as indicated :

The act, *approved the seventeenth day of March, one
thousand nine hundred and twenty-five (Pamphlet Laws
34), entitled ‘‘An act authorizing counties to engage in
health work, and to appropriate moneys for such pur-
poses,’’ which was formerly repealed, except as it related
to counties of the first class, absolutely.

All other acts and parts of acts are repealed insofar as
they are inconsistent with this act. But this act does not
repeal any acts which confer health powers or duties
upon counties generally, or upon any class of counties,
or upon the health authorities of such counties, except
as such acts are expressly and specifically repealed by
this act; nor does this act repeal any act which confers
health powers or duties upon school districts, nor any act
relating to the public health, the enforecement of which
is vested in the State Department of Health or other
departments, boards, or commissions of the State
government.

Section 30. Effective Date of Act.—The provisions of
this act shall become effective immediately upon final
enactment.

AN ACT

To amend section one of the act, approved the nineteenth day of
May, one thousand eight hundred and ninety-seven (Pamphlet
Laws 77), entitled “An act granting the permission and regu-
lating the establishment and operation of bone boiling estab-
lishments and depositories of dead animals in the Common-
wealth of Pennsylvania, and providing for violations of the
provisions of this act,” by adding the requirement that per-
mission to erect or operate such establishments in counties
which have organized a county department of health or joint-
county department of health must be obtained from the county
department of health or joint-county department of health.
The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-

sylvania hereby enacts as follows:
