authorized so to do by the board upon said taxable per-
son [if he or she can be found in the county] or may
be mailed to him or her by registered mail with return
receipt requested or served upon an adult person resid-
ing upon the property in question. [in case the taxable
person cannot be found in the county]

‘When no service is made upon the taxable person or
upon an adult person residing upon the property as-
sessed, said notice shall be deemed to have been prop-
erly served if tacked or conspicuously posted upon the
property assessed and a copy thereof mailed to the last
known address of the taxable person.

No defect in service of any such notice shall be suffi-
cient ground for setting aside any assessment so made,
but upon proof thereof being made, the taxable person
shall have the right to a rehearing before the board rela-
tive to said assessment and to appeal therefrom to the
court of common pleas as hereinafter provided.

A SUPPLEMENT

To the act approved the 7th day of March, one thousand nine
hundred and one (Pamphlet Laws 20), entitled “An act for the
government of cities of the second class,” establishing a depart-
ment of water in said cities, providing for its officers and em-
ployees, and defining the powers, duties and jurisdiction of said
department.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. That an additional department in the gov-
ernment of cities of the second class, is hereby created
to be known as the Department of Water.

Section 2. The Department of Water shall be under
the charge of a director, who shall be the head thereof.
The operation, construction, alteration, repair and main-
tenance of the water works, owned and controlled by the
clty, the supply and dlstmbutlon of water, and the super-
vision of all officers and employees deemed proper for
the purpose of carrying out the provisions of this aet,
shall be under the jurisdiction of this department.

Section 8. All the powers and duties as set forth in 4

section two hereof, which are now under the jurisdiction
of any other department of said cities, are hereby trans-
ferred to the Department of Water.
