AN ACT 
Amending the act of March ten, one thousand nine hundred 

forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 30), entitled "An act relating ·;o 
the public school system, including certain provisions applicable 
as well to private and parochial schools; amending, revising, 
consolidating and changing the laws relating thereto," providing 
for the compensation of certified public accountants employed 
by school districts of the fourth class. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth o:f Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section two thousand four hundred forty­
three, act of March ten, one thousand nine hundred 
forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 30), known as the "Public 
School Code of 1949," amended April twenty-six, one 
thousand nine hundred forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 
760), is amended to read: 

Section 2443. Compensation of Auditors.-The au­
ditors herein required to audit the accounts of a schMl 
district of the fourth class shall be allowed :for their 
services six dollars ( $6) per day for each day necessariiy 
spent by each 0£ them in the performance of his duty, 
which, together with the cost of advertising their report, 
shall be paid by the school district. The compensation 
of awy certified public accountant employed by a school 
district of the fourth class to audit the finances of the 
school district shall be fixed by the directors of the 
district, and paid by the district.
