AN ACT

Amending the act of May 2, 1949 (P. L. 873), entitled, as amended,
“An act requiring that the results of all local option referenda
in political subdivisions be certified to the Bureau of Municipal
Affairs by county boards of elections; and requiring secretaries
of political subdivisions to make certain reports to said bureau
and to the county commissioners of the county in which the
political subdivision is located,” clarifying the provisions of the
act as to its application in townships.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Seection 2, act of May 2, 1949 (P. L. 878),
entitled, as amended, ‘‘An act requiring that the results
of all local option referenda in political subdivisions be
certified to the Bureau of Municipal Affairs by county
boards of elections; and requiring secretaries of political
subdivisions to make certain reports to said burean and
to the county commissioners of the county in which the
political subdivision is located,”” amended August 19,
1953 (P. L. 1076), is amended to read:

Section 2. In January of each year, immediately after
the first meeting of the governing body of each political
subdivision, the secretary shall report to the Bureau of
Municipal Affairs in the Department of Internal Affairs,
on forms provided by the bureau, and to the county com-
missioners of the county in which the political subdivi-
sion is located, on forms provided by the county com-
missioners, the names of all sworn, elected and appointed
officers within the political subdivision, and also a report
on all annexation proceedings and change of classifica-
tion affecting such political subdivision during the year
immediately preceding. The “‘sworn and appointed
officers’ referred to wm this section shall mot wnclude
constables and their deputies.
