portation, furnishing, holding in bond, holding in storage, traffic
in and use of alcoholic liquors, alecohol and malt and brewed
beverages and the persons engaged or employed therein; defin-
ing the powers and duties of the Pennsylvania Liguor Control
Board; providing for the establishment and operation of State

Consenting to the acquisition by the United States of land, water,
or land and water, within the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
for migratory-bird reservations, authorized by Act of Congress
of February 18, 1929.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Consent of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania is given to the acquisition by the United States
by purchase, gift, devise or lease, of such areas of land
or water or of land and water anywhere in the Com-
monwealth of Pennsylvania, except in the County of
