LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA, 

Delaware, as the United States, with the consent of the 
executive director of the Pennsylvania Game Commis­
sion and the Governor, may deem necessary for the es­
tablishment of migratory-bird reservations in accord­
ance with the Act of Congress, approved February 
eighteenth, one thousand nine hundred twenty-nine, en­
titled ''An act to more effectively meet the obligations 
of the United States under the Migratory Bird Treaty 
with Great Britain by lessening the dangers threatening 
migratory game birds from drainage and other causes, 
by the acquisition of areas of land and of water to fur­
nish in perpetuity reservations for the adequate pro­
tection of such birds; and authorizing appropriations 
for the establishment of such areas, their maintenance 
and improvement, and for other purposes," reserving, 
however, to the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania full 
and complete jurisdiction and authority over all such 
areas not incompatible with the administration, main­
tenance, protection and control thereof, by the United 
States under the terms of said Act of Congress. 

Section 2. The provisions of this act shall become ef­
fective immediately upon final enactment.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section 702, act of May 1, 1933 (P. L. 
103), known as "The Second Class Township Code," 
reenacted and amended July 10, 1947 (P. L. 1481), is 
amended by adding, at the end thereof, a new clause to 
read: 

Section 702. Supervisors to Exercise Powers.-The 
corporate powers of townships of the second class shall 
be exercised by the township supervisors. Where no spe­
cific authority is given for the expenditures incident to 
the exercise of any power hereinafter conferred, or 
where no specific fund is designated from which such 
expenditures shall be made, appropriations for such ex­
penditures shall be made only from the general township
