be proratedon the basis that the numberof yearssuch
employeworked for the authority bearsto total yearsof
service in city and authority employment, and the
authority shall reimbursethe boardof pensionsfor that
proportionatepart of the pensionor otherbenefits paid
which the authority service bearsto the total, and the
balanceof annualpensionrequirementsor otherbenefits
shall be paid by such cities.

Every authority employe shall have the option of
joining or refusing to join the pension fund [within
twelve months of the effective date of this act] on or
before March 1, 1960, or within twelve months of the
datewhen the privilege of joining occurs,whichever is
later. Any authority employe shall receive full credit
toward his pension under the act for each year of
serviceas the employe of the authority, upon his pro-
ducing proof satisfactory to the pension board of the
number of years of his service as an employe of the
authority, and upon his making back paymentsat the
same rate as if he had beena city employe, in a lump
sum or by installments, as may be determinedby the
board. If the employe is retired under this act before
the back payments have been completed, the annuity
shall be reducedby an amount equivalentto the unpaid
back paymentsor deduction increasesnot anticipated.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection (a) of section 443, act of
August 9, 1955 (P. L. 323), known as “The County
Code,” is amendedto read:

Section 443. Expensesof Attending Membersto be
Paid by County; Time Limit on Meetings.—(a)The ex-
pensesof all authorizedcounty officers attending the
annualmeetingsof their associationsshall be paid by the
severalcountiesout of general county funds. Eachof
theseofficers, except the county commissioners,shall be

Amending the act of May 4, 1927 (P. L. 519), entitled “An act
concerningboroughs, and revising, amending, and consolida-
ting the law relating to boroughs,” increasing the mileage
allowance for delegatesto meetingsof the State Association
of Boroughs.
The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-

sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1017, act of May 4, 1927 (P. L.
519), known as “The Borough Code,” reenactedand
amendedJuly 10, 1947 (P. L. 1621),andamendedJune
28, 1957 (P. L. 442), is amendedto read:

Section 1017. State Association of Boroughs.—The
boroughsof the Commonwealthareauthorizedto organ-
ize a State Associationof Boroughsfor the purposeof
advancing the interestsof the boroughs. Any borough
may join the said associationby motion of council and
paymentof the annualdues. Council may designateone
or moredelegatesfrom the electedor appointedofficials
of the boroughto attendthe annualmeetingof the asso-
ciation, which shall be held in the Commonwealthin
accordancewith the procedureadoptedby the associa-
tion. In addition to any compensationallowed by law
eachdelegateshall be allowed for his expensesincurred
in attending the meeting twenty dollars per day, to-
getherwith [eight] ten centsper mile in going to and
returningfrom the meeting. The time spent in attend-
ing said meeting shall not be more than four days,
including the time employed in traveling thereto and
therefrom. Each borough,becominga member of the
association,shall pay such reasonabledues as may be
fixed by the association,but suchduesfor boroughshav-
ing a population of less than one thousandshall not
exceedfifteen dollars.

The duesand other revenuesreceivedby the associa-
tion shall be usedto pay for services,publicationsand
