Amending the act of May 4, 1927 (P. L. 519), entitled “An act
concerningboroughs,and revising, amending,and consolidating
the law relating to boroughs,”empoweringthe boroughcouncil
to adopt a procedurefor the sale of personalproperty of an
estimated sale value of less than two hundred dollars ($200),
such procedurenot to require the approval of each individual
sale by the council.

Tue Borough The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
Code. sylvania herebyenactsas follows:
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IV. Purchase,acquire by gift, or otherwise,hold,
lease,let, and convey, by saleor lease, such real and
personal property as shall be deemedto be to the best
interest of the borough: Provided, That no real estate
ownedby the boroughshall be sold for a consideration
in excessof five hi.~ndreddollars, except to the highest
bidder after due notice by advertisementfor bids in
onenewspaperof the county. Such advertisementshall
be publishednot less than ten days prior to the date
fixed for the openingof bids, and suchdate for opening
bids shall be announcedin such advertisement.The ac-
ceptanceof bids shall be madeonly by public announce-
ment at themeetingat which bids are received. All bids
shall be acceptedon the condition that paymentof the
purchaseprice in full shall be madewithin thirty days
of the acceptanceof bids.

[No] Except as otherwisehereinafterprovided in the
case of personal property of an estimatedsale value of
less than two hundreddollars ($200), no borough per-
sonal propertyshall be disposedof, by saleor otherwise,
exceptupon approvalof council, by ordinanceor reso-
lution. In caseswhere council shall approve a sale of
such property, it shall estimatethe sale value of the
entire lot to be disposedof. If council shall estimate
the sale value to be two hundreddollars or more, the
entirelot shall be advertisedfor saleonce,in at leastone
newspaperof the county, not less than ten days prior
to the date fixed for the openingof bids, andsuch date
for openingbids shall be announcedin such advertise-
ment, and sale of the property so advertisedshall be
made to the best responsiblebidder. Provided council
shall have authority, by resolution, to adopt a prace-
dure for the sale of surplus personal property of an
estimatedsale value of less than two hundred dollars
($200)and the approval of councilshall not be required
for anyindividual sale that shall be madein conformity
to such procedure.

The provisions of this clauseshall not be mandatory
whereboroughpropertyis to be tradedin or exchanged
for new boroughproperty.
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The provisionsof this clauserequiringadvertisingfor
bids andsaleto thehighestbiddershallnotapply where
borough real’ or personal property is to be sold to a
municipal authority pursuantto the Municipality Au-
thorities Act of 1945.
