AN ACT

Amending the act of April 8, 1867 (P. L. 50), entitled “An act
to permit disabledsoldiers to peddle by procuringa license
therefor, without charge,” prohibiting the peddling of labeled
flowers of the Italian-American World War Veteransof the
United States,Incorporated.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn- Soldiers, sailors
sylvania herebyenactsas follows: and marines.

Section 1. Section 1 of the act, approved April 8,
1867 (P. L. 50), entitled “An act to permit disabled
soldiers to peddleby procuringa license*therefor,with-
out charge,” amendedApril 14, 1949 (P. L. 465), is
amendedto read:

Section 1. Be it enacted,&c., That every honorably License to
dischargedsoldier, sailor, and marine, of the military peddle.
or naval service of the United States,who is a resident
of this State,andwho is unableto procurea livelihoodby
manual labor, shall havethe right to hawk, peddle,and
vend any goods,wares,or merchandise,or solicit trade
within this Commonwealth,by procuringa licensefor
that purpose,to be issuedwithout cost: Provided, That Proviso.
before any such soldier, sailor, or marine shall be en-
titled to the benefitsof this act, he shall presenthis cer-
tificate of pensionor satisfactoryproof that he receives
compensationfrom the FederalGovernment,which shall
be evidenceof his disability; if no pensionernor a re-
ceiver of compensation,he shall presenta certificate
from two reputablephysiciansthat he is unableto pro-
cure his living by manual labor. He shall also procure
a certificatefrom the prothonotaryof any county in this
Statethat he hasfiled, in the office of said prothonotary,
his affidavit, setting forth that he is the bonafide owner
in his own right of all the goods,wares,andmerchandise
which he proposesto hawk, peddle, and vend,andthat
he will not engageto sell the samefor any other person
or personswhatever,andthat he will not sell, or attempt
to sell, the labeled artificial flowers of the American
Legion, Veteransof Foreign Wars, SpanishAmerican
War Veterans, Italian American World War Veterans
of the United States,Incorporated, DisabledAmerican
Veteransof the World War, andthe AmericanVeterans
of World War II (AMVETS), namelythe poppy, carna-
tion, and buddy poppy, the forget-me-not, [and] the
white clover, and the daisy,andthat he will not sell, or
offer to sell, miniature American flags: And provided Proviso.
further, That the aforesaidcertificate or proof of com-
pensation,togetherwith such person‘s dischargefrom

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the military or naval service, or an exemplified copy
thereof, shall be full and conclusiveevidenceof such
person’srights to the benefitsof this act. The prothono-
tary, issuingsuch certificate,shall require the applicant

to the certificate, when issued.

Use of certificate The use of such certificateby anyone,other than the

Prohibited, theprivileges,underthis act,of the applicantpermitting

such measure.
Penalty. Any personwho shallpeddlecontraryto the provisions

of this act, or in violation of the affidavit which he made
to obtain such license shall, upon conviction in a sum-
mary proceeding,be sentencedto pay afine of not more
than fifty dollars ($50), and in default of the payment
of suchfine andcostsshallbe sentencedto imprisonment
for a term of ten (10) days.
