Section 1. Section 204, act of June 3, 1937 (P. L.
1225), known as “The GameLaw,” is amendedto read:

Section 204. Meetings of Commission; Election of
Officers.—Thecommissionshall havean office at the Cap-
itol, and shall hold meetingsat such office in January
and Juneor July, and at such other times and places
within the State as the commission shall appoint, for
the transactionof business.At the meetingheld in Janu-
ary of each year, the commissionshall elect one of its Officers.
membersas presidentand one of its membersas vice-
president. Such officers shall hold office for a period of
one year.
