tion at the general election in 1960, and the salaries of
the members of the Senate as they are severally elected
at the general election in 1960 and subsequent elections
shall be six thousand collars ($6,000) per annum, with-
out any allowance of three thousand dollars ($3,000) for
clerical assistance.

Section 2. This act shall take effect as to each member
of the General AssemDbly as soon as permissible under
the provisions of the Constitution, and without the elimi-
nation of the three thousand dollars ($3,000) allowance
for clerical assistance and other expenses except as herein
provided.

AN ACT

Amending the act of June 1, 1956 (P. L. 1959), entitled “An act
fixing the salaries and compensation of the Chief Justice and
judges of the Supreme Court, the President Judge and judges
of the Superior Court, the judges of the courts of common
pleas, the judges of the orphans’ courts, the judges of the
Municipal Court of Philidelphia and the judges of the County
Court and Juvenile Court of Allegheny County, certain asso-
ciate judges not learned in the law, certain state officers, and
the salary and expenses of the members of the General As-
sembly, and repealing certain inconsistent acts,” changing time
for payment of certain portions of salary and expenses.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Seection 4. act of June 1, 1956 (P. L.
1959), entitled ‘‘An act fixing the salaries and compen-
sation of the Chicf Justice and judges of the Supreme
Court, the President Judge and judges of the Superior

Court, the judges of the courts of common pleas, the

judges of the orphans’ courts, the judges of the Munici-
pal Court of Philadelphia and the judges of the County
Court and Juvenile Court of Allegheny County, certain
associate judges not learned in the law, certain state
officers, and the salary and expenses of the members of
the ‘General Assembly, and repealing certain incon-
sistent acts,’’ is amend:d to read:

Section 14. The salary of the members of the General
Assembly shall be threz thousand dollars ($3,000) per
annum and mileage to and from their homes at the rate
of ten cents (10¢) per mile circular, for each week a
member was 'in actual attendance at the session, between
their homes and the State capitol, and no other com-
pensation shall be allowed whatsoever, except each mem-
ber of the General Assembly shall receive an allowance
for clerical assistance and other expenses incurred dur-

ing his term in connection with the duties of his office,
in the sum of three thousand dollars ($3,000), annually;
the salary and expenses to be payable in equal monthly
installments on the first of the month with the exception
that the installments due December first of each even
year shall be added to and payable with the instaliments
due January first of the following year.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

AN ACT

Authorizing the Department of Property and Supplies to sell and
convey 10.0478 acres, more or less, of land situate in East Allen
Township, Northampton County, Pennsylvania, with the ap-
proval of the Governor.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The Department of Property and Sup-
plies, with the approval of the Governor, is hereby au-
thorized on behalf of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
to sell at public sale to the highest bidder the following
described tract of land situate in the Township of East
Allen, County of Northampton and Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania, bounded and described as follows:

Beginning at a stone and corner of the now or late
Robert Koch and late Sylvester Hower, and extending
in a northerly direction north 30 degrees 10 minutes 20.5
seconds west for a distance of 343.49 feet, more or less,
to a stone; thence in a southwesterly direction along the
land of the late Dr. H. H. Riegel south 57 degrees 20
minutes 33 seconds west for a distance of 1246.88 feet,
more or less, to a stone for future marking ; thence south-
