Section 5.2. The executorof every will and the ad-
ministrator of every estateshall file with the register
of wills or clerk of the orphan’scourt an additional
copy of the inventory and appraisal *of such estate.
The register or clerk with whom the same is filed shall
forthwith senda copy of said inventory and appraisal
to the boardof revision of taxes,or the county commis-
sioners,as the casemay be,whose duty it shall then be
to proceedto assessandcollect the taxesdue from such
decedent. Such assessmentshall include and be limited
to all property owned, held or possessedby the dece-
dent, which shouldhavebeenreturnedby him for taxa-
tion for any former year or years not exceedingfive
yearsprior to the year in which the decedentdied. In
any casewhere a false, incomplete,incorrect or inaccu-
rate return has been previously filed, the board of re-
vision, or the county commissioners,shall make an
additional assessmentfor the five years immediately
precedingthe year of assessmentin the samemanner
and form provided in this act. The board of revision
of taxes, or the county commissioners,may proceedto
collect the said tax by presentinga claim therefor to
the orphans’court of the proper county, or may pro-
ceedby actionor suit at law in any court of competent
jurisdiction, or takeany andall other appropriatesteps
or procedurefor the collection of suchtaxes.

sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. In order to meetprescribedrequirements
for eligibility to receive Federalcontributionsauthor-
ized under the provisionsof the FederalCivil Defense
Act of 1950 (Public Law 920—81st Congress), as
amended,or any further amendmentor reenactment
thereof,any and all political subdivisionsof the Com-
monwealthare herebyauthorizedto avail themselvesof
servicesoffered by the State Civil Service Commission
under theprovisionsof the act of August5, 1941 (P. L.

Amending’the act of July 24, 1941 (P. L. 490), entitled “An act
relating to acknowledgmentsof written instruments, and to
make uniform the law with relation thereto,” deletingreference
to the Philippine Islands from the specification of domestic
jurisdictions in which acknowledgmentsof written instruments
may be made before certain officers, and providing for the
manner and form in which and the officers before whom such
acknowledgmentsmay be made by personsserving in or with
the armed forcesof the United Statesor their dependents.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 3, act of July 24, 1941 (P. L.
490), known as the “Uniform AcknowledgmentAct,”
is amendedto read:

Section 3. Acknowledgmentwithin theUnited States.
—The acknowledgmentof any instrumentmay be made
without the State,but within the United States,or a ter-
ritory or insular possessionof the United States,or the
District of Columbia, [or the Philippine Islands,] and
within the jurisdiction of the officer before—

(1) ‘A clerk or deputy clerk of any federalcourt;
(2) A clerk, prothonotaryor deputy prothonotaryor

deputyclerk of any court of recordof anystateor other
jurisdiction;

(3) A notarypublic;
(4) A recorderof deeds.

Section 2., The act is amendedby adding,after sec-
tion 10, a new section to read:

Section10.1. Acknowledgmentby Persons Serving
in or with the Armed Forces of the United Statesor
their Dependentswithin or without the United States.—
In addition to the acknowledgmentof instrumentsin
the mannerand form and as otherwisenow or hereafter
authorizedby the laws of this State or by this act, per-
