A president judge shall approve the
postponementonly upon swornpetition of the defendant
presentedin opencourt at leasttwo daysbeforethe date
of trial and after investigationby the district attorney
of the reasonsassignedfor the postponement.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

Township Code.

Amending the act of May 1, 1933 (P. L. 103), entitled “An act
concerningtownshipsof the secondclass;andamending,revising,
consolidating,and changingthe law relating thereto,” authoriz-
ing increasein the number of meetings for which supervisors
may be paid without the prior approval of t~heauditors;
further providing for the attendance of supervisors or em-
ployes at road meetings and conventions; imposing duties on
township secretaries; changing the time which may be ex-
pendedby auditors in the completion of audits; authorizing
managersto attendmeetingsof county associationsof township
officers; further providing for the parties who may protest a
changein zoning.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:
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Section 1. Section 512, act of May 1, 1933 (P. L.
103), known as “The Second Class Township Code,”
reenactedand amendedJuly 10, 1947 (P. L. 1481),and
amendedJune1, 1956 (P. L. 2021),is amendedto read:

Section 512. Monthly Meetings; Quorum, Rent and
Expenses.—Thetownshipsupervisorsshallmeetfor the
transactionof businessat least once eachmonth, at a
time andplace to be fixed by the board, but they shall
not be paid for more than sixteen meetingsin any one
year, except in any townshipwhere, on accountof the
exercise of governmentalfunctions other than those
relatingto roads,more meetingsarenecessary,in which
ca~e,the numberof meetingsfor which the supervisors
m~tybe paidmay [with the prior approvalof theauditors

the township] be increasedto any number, not cx-
cçeding twenty-four in any year, in townshipshaving
a populationof five thousandor less, and in townships
l~avingmorethan five thousandpopulationnot exceeding
fifty meetings in any year. Two membersshall con-
dtitute a quorum. Necessaryexpensesincurred in such
~neetings,including office rent, stationery,light andfuel,
shallbe paid out of the generaltownshipfund.

Section 2. Subsection (h) of section 516 of the act,
amendedMay 20, 1957 (P. L. 174), is amendedto read:

Section 516. Duties of Supervisors,Township Super-
intendents, and Roadmasters.—Thetownship super-
visors, or the supervisorsacting as superintendentsor
roadmasters,shall—

* * * * *

(h) Attend roadmeetingsand conventionsauthorized
by the provisionsof this act when directedto do so by
the board of supervisors. Any supervisor or qualified
township employe may, if directed by the board of
supervisors,attendany school conductedin the [county
or in any adjacentcounty] State by a State or Fed-
eralagency.

Section 3. Section 540 of the act, amendedJuly 2,

1953 (P. L. 354), is amendedto read:
Section 540. Duties and Compensation.—Thesecre-

tary in each township shall be clerk to the board of
supervisors. He shall keepa record of the proceedings
of said officers in a minute book in which he shall also
record all court ordersrelative to the laying out, open-
ing, and vacating of roads. The minute book, account
book and other financial recordsshall be carefully pre-
servedby the secretaryand shall be turned over to his
successorin office.

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the township other than the minute book and account
book may be destroyedwith the consentof the super-
visors after the lapseof six years from the dateof such
records.

The secretaryshall prepareandwrite the annualtax
duplicate of the township, and shall receive such com-
pensation therefor as shall be fixed by the township
supervisors. The combinedamountpaid to the secretary
and treasurerfor services,exclusive of the compensa-
tion for the preparationof the annual tax duplicate,
shall not exceedthree per centum of the money paid
out by the treasurer,but it shall not be less than fifty
dollars; andthe calculationof suchmaximumcompensa-
tion shallnot include any percentageupon moneyspaid
out by the treasurerfor the repaymentof loans,notes,
certificates,or other evidencesof indebtedness,or other
borrowedmoneys.

The secretaryshall inform all membersof the board
of supervisorsof all functions and meetings,including
special meetingsof the board.

Annual Township Report and Financial Statement.—
The auditorsshall complete their audit, settlement,and
adjustmentprior to March first of each year, and in
[no case shall] townshipshaving a population of ten
thousand(10,000) or less, no more than twenty days
shall be expendedon such audit. In townshipshaving
a populationin excessof ten thousand(10,000),no more
than forty days shall be expendedon such audit.

On or before March first of eachyear the auditors
shall make a report, as hereinafter provided, of the
affairs of the township, executedcopiesof which report
shall be forthwith filed by the secretaryof the auditors
with the secretaryof thetownship,the clerk of the court
of quarter sessionsof the county, the Department of
Internal Affairs, and the Department of Highways.
Eachcopy of such report shall be signedby at least a
majority of the auditors, and duly verified by the oath
of the secretary of the auditors. Any secretary of
auditors, refusing or wilfully neglecting to file such
townshipreport, as hereinbeforeprovided, or to publish
the financialstatementhereinrequired,shall, upon con-
viction thereof in a summaryproceeding,be sentenced
to pay a fine of five dollars for eachday’s delaybeyond
the lastday for filing suchreport,andcosts,or in default
of the paymentof such fine and costs,be sentencedto
imprisonmentnot exceedingten days.
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The township report shall be presentedon a uniform
form, preparedand furnishedas hereinafterprovided.

The township report shall contain the names and
addressesof the chairman,membersandsecretary-treas-
urer of the board of supervisorsof the township, a
statementof thereceiptsof thetownshipfrom all sources,
andof all accountsand revenuewhich may be due and
uncollectedat the close of the fiscal year,a statement
of the disbursementsof the townshipduring the fiscal
year for the construction,reconstruction,maintenance
and repair of the roads,for the purchaseandrepair of
road equipmentand machinery, the numberof miles of
road opened,built and permanentlyimproved, and the
total numberof miles of road in the township, a state-
ment of the balance in the township treasury at the
beginningof the fiscal year,a statementof the resources
and liabilities of the townshipat the end of the fiscal
year, a detailed statementof the indebtednessof the
townshipat the close of the fiscal year, the provisions
made for the payment thereof, togetherwith the pur-
posesfor which it wasincurred,a statementof the cost
of ownershipand operationof each and every public
service industry, owned, maintainedor operatedby the
township, and such more specific information, as may
be required as hereinafterprovided.

On or before March tenth of eachyear, the auditors
shall publish, by advertisement,once in at least one
newspaperof generalcirculation publishedin the town-
ship, or if no such newspaperis published in the
township, then in such a newspapercirculating in the
township, a concisefinancial statementsetting forth the
balancein thetreasuryat the beginningof thefiscalyear,
all revenuesreceived during the fiscal year by major
classifications,all expendituresmade during the fiscal
year by major functions,and the currentresourcesand
liabilities of the townshipat the end of the fiscal year,
the gross liability and net debt of the township, the
amount of the assessedvaluation of the township, the
assetsof the township with the characterand value
thereof, the dateof the last maturity of the respective
forms of funded debt, and the assetsin the sinking
fund. Such publication shall be deemed compliance
with the provisions of the Municipal Borrowing Law,
which requires the corporateauthorities of townships
to publish an annualstatementof indebtedness.

If any township has a populationof less than two
hundred,as shownby the lastprecedingdecennialcensus
of the United States,the auditors may post five copies
of the abovefinancial statementin public placesin the
township in lieu of publication in a newspaper.

Who to Attend; CompensationandMile-
age.—Thesupervisorsof townships,auditors,assessors,
tax collectors, managers,solicitors, engineers,and the
secretary of the board of township supervisors,when
not a memberof the board, shall attend such conven-
tions whenever possible. Each town~hipsupervisor,
auditor, assessor,tax collector, manager,solicitor, engi-
neer, and secretary attending such convention shall
receive a certificate, signedby the presidingofficer and
actingsecretaryof the convention,attestinghis presence
at the convention. Such certificateshall entitle him to
collect from the township treasurer the sum of ten
dollars per day for eachday’s attendance,and mileage
at the rate of eight cents per mile traveled,to be com-
puted by the route usually traveledfrom his place of
residenceto the placewhere the conventionis held. No
township supervisor, auditor, assessor, tax collector,
manager, solicitor, engineer,or secretaryshall be paid
for more than one day’s attendancein any one year.

In ease,
however, of a protest against such change,signed by
the ownersof twenty percentor more eitherof the area
of the lots includedin such proposedchangeor of those
immediatelyadjacentin the rear or in the front or to
either side thereof extendingonehundredfeet from the
street frontage of such opposite lots, such amendment
shall not becomeeffective exceptby the favorablevote
of a majority of the supervisors.
