AN ACT

Amending the act of April 9, 1929 (P. L. 177), entitled “An act
providing for and reorganizingthe conductof the executiveand
administrative work of the Commonwealth by the Executive
Departmentthereofandthe administrativedepartments,boards,
commissionsand officers thereof,including the boardsof trustees
of State Normal Schools,or TeachersColleges; abolishing, cre-
ating, reorganizingor authorizing the reorganizationof certain
administrativedepartments,boards and commissions;•defining
the powersand dutiesof the Governorand other executiveand
administrative officers, and of the several administrative de-
partments,boards,commissionsand officers; fixing the salaries
of the Governor,Lieutenant Governorand certain other execu-
tive and administrativeofficers; providing for the appointment
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of certain administrativeofficers and of all deputies and other
assistantsand employes in certain departments,boards and
commissions; and prescribingthe mannerin which the number
and compensationof the deputiesand all other assistantsand
employesof certaindepartments,boardsand commissionsshall
be determined,” providing for the care of geriatrics,prescribing
powers and duties of the Department of Public Welfare with
respect to the aging, allocating funds therefor and creating
boardsof trusteesfor geriatric centers.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. As much as applies to the Departmentof
Public Welfare of section 202 and section 401, act of
April 9, 1929 (P. L. 177), known as “The Administra-
tive Codeof 1929,” amendedSeptember20, 1961 (P. L.

Section 401. Boardsof Trusteesof StateInstitutions.
—The Boardsof trusteesof eachof the Stateinstitutions
hereinaftermentionedshallconsistof nine members,and
the headof the departmenthavingsupervisionover the
institution cx officio.

The terms of eachmemberof eachsuch board shall
be six years, and until his successoris appointedand
qualified.

The termsof the first threemembersof all boards,the
membersof which now serve for terms of four years,
appointedby the Governoron or after thethird Tuesday
of January,1959, shall expire on the third Tuesdayof
January, 1961. The terms of the next threemembers
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appointedshallexpire on the third Tuesdayof January,
1963. The terms of the next threemembersappointed
shall expire on the third Tuesday of January,1965.
Their successorsandall membersof all boards,appointed
to succeedmemberswho haveservedsix yearterms,shall
be appointedfor termsof six yearsfrom the dateof the
expiration of the precedingterm. Vacancieshappening
beforethe expiration of a term shall be filled for the un-
expired term.

Five membersof any such board shall constitute a
quorum.

Eachsuch boardshallannually elect a presidentand
vice-presidentfrom amongits members,and a secretary
and treasurerwho need not be membersof the board.
The secretaryandtreasurermay be the sameperson.

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Section 2. Section 2313.3 of the act, addedDecem-
ber 14, 1955 (P. L. 853) andamendedDecember21, 1959
(P. L. 1944) is amendedto read:

Section 2313.3. Boards of Trusteesof State Mental
Institutions, Geriatric CentersandYouth Development
Centers.—(1) The powers and duties of the boardsof
trusteesof eachStateinstitution within the Department
of Public Welfare caring for the mentally ill, feeble-
minded,mentally retarded,mentally deficient, geriatric
center patientsand juvenile delinquents,shall be only
as definedin this section.

(a) To advise, assist and make recommendationsto
the superintendentwith respectto the managementand
operationof the institution andwith respectto anyplans
or programsfor its improvement.

(b) To keep under review all matters pertaining to
the welfareand well-beingof patientsandto makerec-
ommendationsto the superintendentwith respectthereto.

(c) To adviseandmakerecommendationsto the Com-
missionerof Mental Healthand the Secretaryof Public
Welfare,as the casemaybe, with regardto the selection
and appointmentof a superintendentin case of a va-
cancy.

(d) To adviseand makerecommendationsto the su-
perintendentwith regardto his selectionof employesof
the instjtution.

(e) To develop and further meansand methodsof
establishingproperrelationsandunderstandingbetween
the institution (and its program)andthe community in
which it is located,and generally to provide liaison be-
tweenthe institution andthe communityin order better
to servetheinterestsandneedsof both.

(f) To make recommendationsto the Advisory Com-
mittee for Mental Health, Advisory Committeefor the
Aging, and the Advisory Committee for Children and
Youth, as the casemay be, on mattersof policy andpro-
gramemergingfrom [its] their intimateknowledgeand
experienceof mental health,geriatric and juvenile de-
linquency programsin operation.

(2) The provisionsof this section shall be applicable
to the boardsof trusteesin all of the Statemental insti-
tutions, geriatric centersand [in all of the] youth de-
velopmentcenterswithin the Departmentof Public Wel-
fare caring for mentally ill, feeble-minded,mentally re-
tarded,mentally deficient, and geriatric centerpatients
and juvenile delinquents,as the casemay be, but shall
notapply to the Boardof Trusteesof the EasternPenn-
sylvania PsychiatricInstitute.

Section 3. The act is amendedby adding after see-
tion 2330, a new sectionto read:

Section 2331. Geriatric Centers.—TheDepartment
of Public Welfareshall havethe power to providepublic
nursing homecare as defined in the Public Assistance
Law, in State institutions to be known as geriatric cen-
ters, for personswho are sixty-fiveyears of age or over
and who becausethey continueto needmedicalor other
necessaryhealth care, are admitted immediatelyupon
discharge from State mental institutions. The depart-
ment may convertall or part of such State institutions
to a geriatric center. Chargesfor care in a geriatric cen-
ter shall be establishedby the Departmentof Public Wel-
fare. Geriatric centers shall not constitute, nor shall
they be operated as, institutions for tuberculosis or
mental diseasesand no person shall be admitted to a
geriatric centerif he requires treatmentfor tuberculosis
or mentaldisease.

Section 4. From the funds appropriatedfor the op-
erationand maintenanceof institutions for the mentally
ill andmentally retardedfor the fiscalyearJuly 1, 1964,
to June30, 1965, the Secretaryof Public Welfare, with
the approvalof the Budget Secretary,shall, from time
to time, makethefollowing allocations,which arehereby
appropriatedfor the purposesof this act:

(1) For the operationand maintenanceof geriatric
centers,a total of not more than five hundredthousand
dollars ($500,000).

(2) For the payment of medical assistancefor the
agedon behalf of personseligible for such assistance,
who are receivingcare in geriatric centers,the amounts
necessaryto defray that part of such paymentswhich
exceedsthe Federalfunds properly receivedby the De-
partment of Public Welfare on accountof such pay-
ments.

Section 5. All paymentsof medicalassistancefor the
agedfor personsreceiving carein geriatriccentersoper-
atedby the Departmentof Public Welfareandall other
paymentsfor such care from any other sourceshall be
paid into the StateTreasurythroughthe Departmentof
Revenueandcreditedto the currentappropriationto the
Department of Public Welfare for the operation and
maintenanceof geriatric centers.

Section 6. This act shall take effect on the first day
of the month following the date on which the U. S. De-
partmentof Health, Education, and Welfare approves
Federalparticipation in medicalassistancefor the aged
for patientsin geriatric centers.
