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To provide for an additional law judge of the court of common pleas in the thirty-
eighth judicial district.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. In addition to the judgesprovided for in the act of
January 8, 1952 (P. L. 1844), entitled “An act to designatethe
severaljudicial districts of the Commonwealth,as requiredby the
Constitution, and to provide for the election and commissioningof
judges learnedin the law for the saiddistricts,” an additional law
judge is herebyauthorizedand provided for the court of common
pleasof the thirty-eighthjudicial district, who shallpossessthe same
qualificationswhicharerequiredby the Constitutionandlaws for the
presidentjudgeof the courtof commonpleasof the district andwho
shallhold his office for a like term andby the sametenureandshall
havethe samepower, authorityandjurisdiction andshallbe subject
to the sameduties, restrictionsandpenalties and shall receivethe
same compensationprovided for by law for judges learnedin the
law asif the sameoffice hadbeenestablishedin the time of andsub-
ject to the provisionsof the act of June 1, 1956 (P. L. 1959), en-
titled, as amended,“An act fixing the salariesandcompensationof
the Chief Justiceand judgesof the SupremeCourt, the President
Judgeand judgesof the SuperiorCourt, the judgesof the courtsof
commonpleas,the judgesof the orphans’courts, the judgesof the
CountyCourt of Philadelphiaandthe judgesof the CountyCourtand
JuvenileCourt of Allegheny County, certain associatejudges not
learnedin the law, certainstateofficers, and the salaryandexpenses
of the membersof the GeneralAssembly,andrepealingcertain in-
consistentacts.”

Section2. At the municipalelectionin November,1969,the quali-
fied electorsof the thirty-eighth judicial district shall elect, in the
samemannerprescribedby law for the electionof the presidentjudge
of the court of common pleas of the district, a competentperson
learnedin the lawto serveasadditionallaw judge of the court of com-
mon pleasof the thirty-eighth judicial district from the first Monday
in January,1970,for a term of ten years.Vacanciesin theoffice here-
by created whether causedby death, resignation, expiration of
term or otherwiseshall be filled in the samemanneras is required
by law in caseof asimilar vacancyin the office of presidentjudgeof
thecourt.

Section 3. The Governor may appoint one competentperson,
learnedin the law, as additional law judge of the court of common
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pleasof the thirty-eighth judicial district to serveuntil the first Mon-
dayof January,1970.

Section 4. This actshall takeeffectJanuary1, 1968.

AN ACT

SB 829

Providing for and regulating thoroughbredhorse racing with pari-mutuel wagering
on the results thereof, creating the State Horse Racing Commission as an in-
dependentadministrativecommissionand defining its powers and duties; providing
for the establishmentand operationof thoroughbredhorse racing plants; imposing
taxes on revenuesof such plants; disposing of all moneys received by the com-
mission and all moneys collected from the taxes; authorizing penalties; and mak-
ing appropriations.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. State Horse Racing Commission.—TheState Horse
Racing Commissionis herebyestablishedas an independentadminis-
trative commission,and it shall have general jurisdiction over all
pari-mutuel thoroughbredhorse racing activities in the State and
the corporationsengagedtherein. For the purposesof this act,
“thoroughbredhorseracing” shall meanthat form of horseracing
in which eachparticipatinghorseis mountedby a jockey andengages
in raceson the fiat but doesnot includeasteeplechaseor hurdlerace.
Such commission shall consist of three memberswho shall be ap-
pointed by the Governor,by andwith the adviceandconsentof the
Senate.The Governor shall designateoneof the membersas chair-
manof the commission.The chairmanof suchcommissionshallhold
office for a term of three years,and the other two membersshall
hold office for termsof one and two yearsrespectivelyas designated
by the Governor.Thereaftertheir successorsshallbe appointedfor
a full term of threeyears.Suchcommissionersshallreceiveno salary
but shallbe reimbursedfor expensesincurredin the performanceof
their official duties. The commission shall appoint such deputies,
secretaries,officers, representativesandcounselas it maydeemneces-
sary, who shall serveduring its pleasure,andshallalsoappointsuch
employesit maydeemnecessaryandwhosedutiesshallbe prescribed
by the commission and whose compensationshall be fixed by the
commissionwithin the appropriationsavailabletherefor. It shall be
