Amending the act of June 1, 1959 (P. L. 392), entitled “An act relating to
the retirement of State employes; amending, revising, consolidating and
changing the laws relating thereto,” changingcertain definitions, further
providing for membershipand withdrawal benefits in ClassD-3 and further
defining dutiesof Stateemployes.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Clauses (15) and (19) of section 102, act of June 1,
1959 (P. L. 392), known as the “State Employes’ RetirementCode
of 1959,” clause (15) amendedApril 28, 1961 (P. L. 156) andclause
(19) amendedAugust 27, 1963 (P. L. 1233), are amendedto read:

Section 102. Definitions.—The following words and phrasesas
usedin this act, unlessa differentmeaningis plainly requiredby the
context, shall havethe following meanings:

* * *

(15) “Compensation”shallmean,(i) in the caseof Stateemployes
other than [membersof the GeneralAssembly and] officers andem-
ployes of the PennsylvaniaState Police, all compensationreceived,
including all overtime or other extra compensationand maintenance
allowancesbut excluding refundsfor expensesincidental to employ-
ment,and in the caseof membersof the GeneralAssembly,excluding

expenseand contingencyallowances,(H) [in the caseof membersof

the GeneralAssembly,six thousanddollars ($6,000) and in the case
of a constitutionalofficer of the General Assembly,his salary as a
memberof the General Assembly and any additional compensation
prqvided by law for regular, special and extraordinary sessionsof
the General Assembly exclusive of expenseand contingencyallow-
ances, (iii)] in the caseof officers andemployesof the Pennsylvania
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State Police, all compensationreceived exclusive of maintenance
allowancesandexpenses.

(19) “Final averagesalary” shallmean,exceptas provided in sec-
tion 401 (1.1), (i) in the caseof [State employesother than] mem-
bersof the GeneralAssemblyandall otherStateemployesotherthan

officers and employesof the PennsylvaniaState Police and contrib-
utors with credit for multiple service, the highest averageannual
compensationreceivedby a contributor as a State employe during
any five (5) nonoverlapping periods of twelve (12) consecutive
months of contributory service,except that for any member who

was a memberof the GeneralAssemblyon July 1, 1968 and who is

not a memberor member-electof the GeneralAssembly on Decem-ET
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ber 1, 1968, the final averagesalary of such member,other than a

member who has served as a constitutionalofficer of the General

Assembly,shall meanseven thousandtwo hundreddollars ($7,200),

(ii) [in case of membersof the GeneralAssembly,who have not
servedasconstitutionalofficers of the GeneralAssembly,six thousand
dollars ($6,000),and in the caseof membersof the GeneralAssem-
bly, who have served as constitutional officers of the GeneralAs-
sembly,thehighestannualaveragecompensationreceivedduringany
five (5) nonoverlappingperiodsof twelve (12) consecutivemonths
of contributory service, (iii)] in the caseof officers andemployesof
the PennsylvaniaState Police, the average annual compensation
earnedby a contributor before any deductionshave beenmade and
exclusiveof maintenanceallowancesandexpensesfor the highestfive
(5) yearsof serviceprecedingretirement,or in the eventa member
hasnot servedfive (5) years,the total compensationearneddivided
by the numberof yearsserved.

In the caseof anycontributorwith credit for multiple service,final
averagesalary shall meanthe highestaverageannualcompensation
receivedby a contributor as a State employe or a school employe
duringanyfive (5) nonoverlappingperiodsof twelve (12) consecutive
monthsof contributoryservice.

the following classes:

(d.3) ClassD-3 shallconsistof all membersof the GeneralAssem-
bly who haveelectedaccordingto the provisionsof section506, sub-
section (13), prior to December1, [1965] 1968, to becomemembers
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of ClassD-3 and for each of whom all legislative service shall be
creditedas servicerenderedas a memberof ClassD-3 and all mem-
bersof the GeneralAssemblywho haveelectedaccordingto the pro-
visionsof section506, subsection(13), on or after December1, [1965]
1968, to becomemembersof ClassD-3 for eachof whom only legis-

lative service renderedsubsequentto the effective date of such elec-
tion shall be creditedas servicerenderedas a memberof ClassD-3.

Section 402, Withdrawal Benefits.—

(2) Upon discontinuanceof servicebeforereachingsuperannuation
retirementage, a contributorwho is a memberof the single or dual
coveragegroup andwhoseentire service shallhavebeenin oneclass
of membership,if qualified in accordancewith the following provi-
sions,may elect to receivea withdrawal allowancecomputedfor his
class of membershipas follows:

(b.4) Exceptasprovided in paragraph(b.3) of this subsection,the
withdrawal allowanceof a member of Class D-3, who discontinued
his legislative service,voluntarily or involuntarily, after havingcom-
pleted [eight (8)] six (6) yearsof such service,shall consist of:

(i) A member’s annuity which shall be the actuarial equivalent
at the dateof receiptof benefitsof his accumulateddeductions,and

(ii) A Stateannuity havingavalueequalto thepresentvalueof a
Stateannuity beginning at superannuationretirementagecalculated
in accordancewith the provisionsof section401 subsection(1) para-
graph (d.3).

Section 506. Duties of StateEmployes.—
* * *

(13) Any memberor member-electof the GeneralAssemblyas of
(December1, 1964] July 1, 1968, who desires to becomea member
of ClassD-3, shall soelect by written noticefiled with the retirement
boardprior to December1, [1965] 1968, andshall agreein suchnotice
to make contributionsat the rate specifiedin section301 subsection
(1) paragraph(d.3) retroactive to December1, [1964] 1966. Any
memberof the GeneralAssemblyelectedsubsequentto [December1,
1964] July 1, 1968, who was not a memberor member-electof the
GeneralAssembly on [December1, 1964] July 1, 1968, andwho de-

sires to become a member of Class D-3, shall so elect by written
notice prior to December1 of the year following his election to the
GeneralAssembly,and shallagreein such notice to make contribu-
tions at the rate specified in section 301 subsection(1) paragraph
(d.3) retroactiveto December1 of the yearof his most recentelec-
tion to the GeneralAssembly.

X. And if such mortgagee,by himself or his attorney, shall not,
within [three months] forty-five daysafter requestand tendermade

for his reasonablecharges,[repair] return to the saidoffice, and there

make such ‘acknowledgmentas aforesaid,he, sheor they, neglecting
soto do, shall for every such 2 offence,forfeit and pay, unto theparty
or partiesaggrieved,any sum not exceedingthe mortgage-money,to
be recoveredin any Court of Record within this [province] Com-

monwealth,by bill, [plaint] complaint or information.
