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Amendingthe act of March 10, 1949 (P. L 30), entitled “An act relating to the
public school system,includingcertainprovisionsapplicableas well to private
andparochialschools;amending,revising,consolidatingandchangingthelaws
relating thereto,”includingchild nutritionprogramspecialistswithin the term
“professionalemployes.”

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1101, act of March 10, 1949 (P. L. 30), known as
the “Public SchoolCode of 1949,” amendedOctober5, 1967 (Act No.
149), is amendedto read:

Section 1101. Definitions.—Asusedin this article,
(1) The term “professional employe” shall include those who are

certificated as teachers,supervisors,supervisingprincipals, principals,
assistantprincipals, vice-principals, directors of vocational education,
dental hygienists, visiting teachers,home and school visitors, school
counselors,child nutrition program specialists,school secretariesthe
selectionof whom is on thebasisof merit asdeterminedby eligibility lists
and schoolnurses.

(2) The term “substitute” shall mean any individual who has been
employedto perform thedutiesof a regularprofessionalemployeduring
such period of time as the regular professionalemploye is absent on
sabbaticalleaveor for other legal causeauthorizedandapprovedby the
board of school directors or to perform the duties of a temporary
professionalemployewho is absent.

(3) The term “temporary professionalemploye” shall mean any
individual who has beenemployed to perform, for a limited time, the
dutiesof a newly createdposition or of a regular professionalemploye
whoseserviceshavebeenterminatedby death,resignation,suspensionor
removal.

Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
