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Authorizing anddirecting the Departmentof Propertyand Supplies,with the
approvalof the Governor, to transfer the jurisdiction and control from the
Departmentof Public Welfare to the Departmentof Public Instruction 196
acresmoreor less of land, situate in ConewangoTownship, WarrenCounty,
Pennsylvania.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The Department of Property and Supplies with the
approvalof the Governor,is herebyauthorizedanddirectedon behalfof
the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniato transfer the jurisdiction and
control now in the Departmentof Public Welfare to the Departmentof
Public Instruction for use by Edinboro State College of the following
describedtract of land,situatein ConewangoTownship,WarrenCounty,
Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,boundedanddescribedas follows:

All that part of lands of WarrenState Hospital known as the Farm
Colony beginningat a two inch pipe setin thesoutheasterncornerof the
land hereindescribedwhich pipe is also thenortheastcornerof land now
or formerly ownedby JohnReeseon the westbankof ConewangoCreek;
thence along lands now or formerly of John Reese,and land now or
formerly of Chamberlainnorth 89 1/4 degreeswest, 5980 feet, more or
less toapoint in thewestboundaryof landnow or formerly Chamberlain;
thencealong the land of Chamberlainnorth 3/4 degreeeast, 1450 feet
moreor less,tothesouthwestcornerof land, formerlyof RobertValentine,
now of ConewangoValley CountryClub; thencealonglandof Conewango
Valley CountryClubsouth89 degreeseast,5980feet, moreor less,to the
southeastcornerof saidConewangoValley CountryClubon thewestbank
of ConewangoCreek; thencealong the westbankof ConewangoCreek
downstreamand southerly 1410 feet, more or less to the place of
beginning,containing196acresmoreor lessof land,assurveyedby Henry
W. Fuellhart,ProfessionalEngineer,Tidioute, Pennsylvania in August
1961,andbeing all of the sametract describedas 173 acres132perches
of land, in deedfrom D. I. Ball andMatilda L. Ball, husbandandwife to
theTrusteesof theStateHospitalfor the Insaneat Warren,Pennsylvania,
by deeddatedMarch 6, 1897,andrecordedMarch 8, 1897,in Warren
County Deed Book, Volume 79, page 742.The jurisdiction and control
over the aboveland was transferredto WarrenState Hospitalby the act
of June7, 1923 (P. L. 498),known as “The Administrative Code.”

The transfer shall be made under and subject, nevertheless,to all
easements,servitudesandrights of others,including, but notconfinedto,
streets,roadways,andrights of any telephone,telegraph,water, electric,
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gas, or pipeline companies,as well asunderandsubject,nevertheless,to
any estateor tenanciesvestedin third personswhetheror not appearing
of record, for any portion of the said land or improvementserected
thereon.

Section 2. The deedof transferof jurisdiction and control shall be
approvedby the Departmentsof Public Welfare, PublicInstruction,and
Justiceand shallbe executedby the Secretaryof PropertyandSupplies
in the nameof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,with the approvalof
the Governor.

Section3. This act shall take effect immediately.
