Amendingtheactof Au&ust 9, 1955(P.L.323),entitled“An actrelatingto counties
of the third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventhandeighth classes;amending,revising,
consolidatingandchangingthe lawsrelatingthereto,”furtherprovidingfor aid
to firemen’s associationsand for establishing, equipping, maintaining and
operatingfire training schoolsor centers.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1952, actof August9, 1955 (P.L.323), known as
“The County Code,” is amendedto read:

Section 1952. [Counties of the Fourth Class;) Establishmentof Fire
Training Schools—Thecounty commissionersof any county [of the fourth
class] may appropriate annually funds to lawfully organized or
incorporated county or regional firemen’s associationsto establish,
equip, [and] maintainandoperateandmay themselvesestablish,equip,
maintain, and operatefire training schoolsor centersfor the purposeof
giving instruction and practicaltraining in the prevention,control and
fighting of fire and relatedfire departmentemergenciesto the members
of paid fire departmentsand volunteer fire companiesin any city,
borough,town or townshipwithin suchcounty.

Whenevera firemen’s associationis comprisedof residentsof two or
morecountiesor contemplatesoperation ofa regionalschool in two or
more counties, the county commissioners of each county may
appropriatefund8 to the association.

Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
