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Amending the act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.177), entitled “An act providing for and
reorganizing the conduct of the executive and administrative work of the
Commonwealth by the Executive Department thereof and the administrative
departments, boards, commissions, and officers thereof, including the boards of
trustees of State Normal Schools, or Teachers Colleges; abolishing, creating,
recrganizing or authorizing the reorganization of certain administrative
departments, boards, and commissions; defining the powers and duties of the
Governor and other executive and administrative ofticers, and of the several
administrative departments, boards, commissions, and officers; fixing the
salaries of the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, and certain other executive and
administrative officers; providing for the appointment of certain administrative
officers, and of all deputies and other assistants and employes in certain
departments, boards, and commissions; and prescribing the manner in which
the number and compensation of the deputies and other assistants and
emp](zf'es of certain departments, boards and commissions shall be determined,”
providing for notice to local governments when routes are added, deleted or
changed.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. Clause (c) of section 2005, act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.177),
known as “The Administrative Code of 1929,” is amended to read:

Section 2005. General Road Improvement—The Department of
Highways shall have the power, and its duty shall be:

(¢} In all reasonable ways, to advise and give information to county,
city, borough, incorporated town, or township officers, having authority
over highways and bridges, relative to the construction, repairing,
alteration and maintenance of such highways and bridges, and to advise
and give information to local governing bodies, in advance, of route

additions, deletions and changes in municipalities and townships;
