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AN ACT

HB 1735

Amending the act of June 1, 1959 (P.L.392), entitled ‘An act relating to the
retirementof Stateemployes;amending,revising,consolidatingandchanging
the laws relating thereto,”extendingdatesfor certainbenefits.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Clause(19) of section102, clause(d.3) of subsection(1) of
section 202, and subsection(13) of section 506, act of June 1, 1959
(P.L.392), known as the “State Employes’ Retirement Code of 1959,”
amendedJuly 31, 1968 (Act No. 230) andJuly 31, 1968 (Act No. 258),are
amendedto read:

Section102. Definitions.—Thefollowing wordsandphrasesasusedin
thisact, unlessadifferentmeaningis plainly requiredby the context,shall
havethe following meanings:

(19) “Final averagesalary” shallmean,except asprovidedin section
401 (11), (i) in thecaseof membersof theGeneralAssemblyandall other
Stateemployesother thanofficersandemployesof thePennsylvaniaState
Police and contributors with credit for multiple service, the highest
average annual compensationreceived by a contributor as a State
employe during any five (5) nonoverlappingperiods of twelve (12)
consecutivemonthsof contributoryservice,except that for any member
who wasamemberof the GeneralAssemblyon [July 1, 1968]July 1, 1969
andwho is not amemberormember.electof the GeneralAssembly on
[December1, 1968] December1, 1970, the final averagesalary of such
member[, otherthana memberwho has servedas a constitutionalofficer of
the GeneralAssembly,]shallmeanseventhousandtwo hundreddollars($7,200),
plus thehighestaverageannualadditionalcompensationreceivedasan
officer of the GeneralAssemblyduring anyfive (5) nonoverlapping
periodsof twelve(12) consecutivemonthsof contributory service,(ii) in
the case of officers and employesof the PennsylvaniaState Police,the
average annual compensationearned by a contributor before any
deductionshavebeenmadeandexclusiveof maintenanceallowancesand
expensesfor the highestfive (5) yearsof serviceprecedingretirement,or
in the event a member has not served five (5) years, the total
compensationearneddivided by the numberof yearsserved.

In the caseof any contributor with credit for multiple service,final
average salary shall mean the highest average annual compensation
receivedby a contributoras a Stateemployeor a schoolemployeduring
anyfive (5) nonoverlappingperiodsof twelve (12) consecutivemonthsof
contributory service.
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Section 202. Classesof Membership.—
(1) Membershipin the retirement systemshall be comprisedof the

following classes:

(d.3) ClassD-3 shall consistof all membersof the GeneralAssembly
who haveelectedaccordingto the provisionsof section506, subsection
(13), prior to [December1, 1968] December1, 1970, to becomemembers
of ClassD-3 and for eachof whom all legislativeserviceshallbe credited
as service renderedas a memberof ClassD-3 and all membersof the
GeneralAssemblywho haveelectedaccordingto theprovisionsof section
506, subsection(13), on or after [December1, 1968] December1, 1970, to
becomemembersof ClassD-3 for eachof whom only legislativeservice
renderedsubsequentto the effective date of such election shall be
credited asservicerenderedas a memberof ClassD-3.

Section 506. Duties of State Employes,—

(13) Any memberor member-electof the GeneralAssembly as of
[July 1, 1968)July 1, 1969,who desirestobecomea memberof GlassD-3,
shall so elect by written notice filed with the retirement boardprior to
[December1, 1968] December1, 1970, and shall agree in such notice to
make contributions at the rate specified in section 301 subsection(1)
paragraph(d.3) retroactiveto December1, 1966. Any memberof the
GeneralAssemblyelectedsubsequentto [July 1, 1968]July 1, 1969,who
wasnot a memberor member-electof the GeneralAssemblyon [July 1,
1968]July 1, 1969,andwho desiresto becomeamemberof ClassD-3, shall
soelectby written notice prior to December1 of theyear following his
electionto the GeneralAssembly,andshallagreein suchnotice to make
contributionsat the ratespecifiedin section301 subsection(1) paragraph
(d.3) retroactiveto December1 of the yearof hismostrecentelectionto
the GeneralAssembly.
