Amending the act of June 24, 1939 (P.1.872), entitled “An act to consolidate,
amend and revise the penal laws of the Commonwealth,” prohibiting the
placement or setting of a bomb and threats to place or set a bomb.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. The act of June 24, 1939 (P.L.872), known as “The Penal
Code,” is amended by adding a section to read:

Section 329.1. Bomb Threats.—Whoever wilfully and maliciously
causes the placement or setting of a bomb or other explosive, or
threatens by any means the placement or setting of a bomb or other
explosive, is guilty of a felony, and upon conviction thereof, shall be
sentenced to pay a fine not exceeding ten thousand dollars ($10,000), or
to undergo imprisonment not exceeding five (5) years, or both.
