To theactof September28,~1978 (P.L.787,No.151),entitled“An actprovidingfor
the capital budget for the fiscal year 1978-1979,” itemizing transportation
assistanceprojects to be acquired or cOnstructed by the Pennsylvania
TransportationAssistandeAuthority togetherwith their estimatedfmancial
cost;itemizingtransportationassistanceprojectsto beacquiredorpurchasedby
the PennsylvaniaDepartmentof Transportation;authorizingthe incurring of
debt without the approvalof the electors for the purposeof financing the
projects,statingtheestimatedusefullife ofcertainoftheprojects,andmakingan
appropriation.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

ItemizationandAuthorizationof UrbanCommonCarrier
TransportationAssistanceProjects.—Additionalcapital projectsin the
categoryof transportationassistanceprojectswith respectto which an
interest is to be acquired in or constructed by the Pennsylvania

Section2. Allocation of Funds.—Wheneveras determinedby the
Pennsylvania TransportationAssistanceAuthority, the full estimated
financialcostsof anyof the transportationassist~nceprojectsitemizedin
section 1 aboveis not necessaryfor the properdesign,acquisitionof an
interest in or consttuctionof such project, the excessfunds no longer
requiredmay beallocatedby thePennsylvaniaTransportationAssistance
Authority to increase the estimatedcost of any one or more of the
transportationassistanceprojectsspecificallyitemizedin acapitalbudget.

Section3. EstimatedUseful Life of Projects.—TheGeneralAssembly
statesthattheestimatedusefullife of urbancommoncarriertransportation
assistanceprojectsaboveitemized in the capitalbudget for fiscal years
1978-1979 is not less than 30 years from the date of completion or
acquisition of rights-of-way, track, roadbeds,tunnels, electrification
systems,structures,airport improvements,buildings, stations,landsand
intereststhereinand the like; is not less than 15 yearsfrom the dateof
acquisitionof rolling stock;and is not less than 12 yearsfrom the dateof
acquisitionof passengerbuses.The term of the debtauthorizedto be
incurredhereundershall not exceed30 yearsfrom the dateof the first
acquisitionor completion.

Section5. Allocation of Funds.—Wheneveras determinedby the
Departmentof Transportation,the full estimatedfinancialcostsof any
transportationassistanceor acquisitionprojectsitemized in section 4
aboveis notnecessaryfor theproperdesign,acquisitionof aninterestinor
constructionof suchproject, the excessfunds no longer requiredmay be
allocatedby the Departmentof Transportationto increasethe estimated
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cost of any one or more of the transportationassistanceor acquisition
projectsspecifically itemizedin a capital budget.

Section 6. DebtAuthorization.—TheGovernor,Auditor Generaland
StateTreasurerareherebyauthorizedanddirectedto borrow,from timeto
time, in additionto any authorizationheretoforeor hereafterenacted,on
the creditof the Commonwealth,subjectto thelimitationsprovidedin the
currentcapitalbudget,moneynot exceedingin theaggregatethe sumof
$71,284,000as may be found necessaryto carry out the acquisitionand
constructionof the transportationassistanceprojectsspecifically itemized
in a capital budget.

Section 7. Issueof Bonds.—Theindebtednesshereinauthorizedshall
beincurredfrom timeto timeandshallbeevidencedby one-ormore-series
of general obligation bondsof the Commonwealthin such aggregate
principal amount for eachseriesas the Governor,Auditor Generaland
StateTreasurershalldetermine,butthelateststatedmaturitydateshallnot
exceed30 yearsfrom thedateof thebond first issuedforeachsuchseries.

Section 8. Appropriation.—Thenet proceeds of the sale of the
obligationshereinauthorizedare herebyappropriatedfrom the Capital
FacilitiesFundto the PennsylvaniaTransportationAssistanceAuthority
in the maximum amount of $69,950,000,and to the Departmentof
Transportationin the maximum amountof $1,334,000,to be used by it
exclusivelyto defraythecostsof transportationassistanceandacquisition
projectsspecifically itemizedin a capitalbudget.After reservingor paying
the expensesof thesaleof theobligation,the StateTreasurershallpayout
to the Pennsylvania Transportation AssistanceAuthority and the
Departmentof Transportationthemoneysasrequiredandcertifiedby it to
be legally dueand payable.

Section9. Federal Funds.—In addition to those funds herein
appropriated,all moneysreceivedfrom the FederalGovernmentfor the
acquisitionor constructionof the public improvementprojectsspecifically
itemized hereinarealso herebyappropriatedfor thoseprojects.

Section 10. Repeal.—Theact of September28, 1978 (P.L.811,
No. 159)entitled “A supplementto theactof September28,1978 (P.L.787,
No.151),entitled ‘An act providingfor thecapitalbudgetfor thefiscalyear
1978-1979,’itemizingtransportationassistanceprojectsto beacquiredor
constructedby the PennsylvaniaTransportationAssistanceAuthority
togetherwith their estimatedfinancialcost; authorizingthe incurring of
debtwithout the approvalof the electorsfor the purposeof financingthe
projects,statingthe estimateduseful life of the projects,and making an
appropriation,”is herebyrepealed.

Section II. Effective Date.—Thisact shall take effect immediately.
