AN ACT

SB 595

Amending the act of February I, 1966 (1965 P.L.1656, No.581), entitled “An act
concerningboroughs,and revising,amendingandconsolidatingthealaw relating
to boroughs,” authorizingthe establishment or designationof certain reserved
areasto be usedsolely for parkingby handicappedindividuals.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Clause (46) of section 1202 and section 2903, act of
February1, 1966(1965P.L.1656,No.581),knownas“TheBoroughCode,”
areamendedto read:

Section 1202. SpecificPowers.—Thepowersof the boroughshallbe
vestedin the corporateauthorities.Among the specific powers of the
boroughshall be the following, andin the exerciseof any of suchpowers
involving theenactmentofanyordinanceor themakingof any regulation,
restrictionor prohibition, the boroughmay providefor the enforcement
thereofand may prescribepenaltiesfor the violation thereofor for the
failure to conformthereto:

(46) Parkinglots. To acquireby lease,purchaseor eminentdomain
anyland which thecorporateauthoritiesmaydeemnecessaryordesirable
for the purposeof establishingand maintainingparking lots, and to
regulatethe use thereof, and to regulateparking and provide parking
accommodationsso as to promotetheconvenienceand~rotecti~o~nof the
public and to establish or designate,at thediscretion of the corporate
authorities, areas exclusively reservedfor parking by handicapped
individualsandtopostsignsregulatingsuchareas.Theright to regulatethe
useof thelots shallincludetheright toimposefinesandfeesforviolationaf
any law or ordinanceregulatingparking.

Section2903. Licensing Parking Lots Operated for Profit.—Any
boroughmay,by ordinance,regulatethebusinessof operatingparkinglots
for profit within the boroughandmayrequire such lots to reserveareas
exclusivelyfor parkingbyhandicappedindividuals. Licenseor permitfees
maybechargedandcollectedfrom theoperatorsof suchparkinglots.Any
boroughadoptingsucha regulatoryplan shallrequirefromeach-oper-ator
of suchaparkinglot a bondtobeapprovedby council for theprotectionof
the public from loss of or damageto vehicles parked,storedor placed
underthejurisdiction ofsuchparkinglotoperator:Provided,Thatnothing
in this sectionshallapplytoparkinglotsoperatedby a municipalauthority
or a parkingauthority.
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Section2. Thisact shall takeeffect immediately.
