Amendingthe actof June3, 1937 (P.L.1225,No.316),entitled “An act concern-
ing gameandotherwild birds andwild animals;andamending,revising,con-
solidating,and changingthe law relatingthereto,”furtherprovidingfor deer-
proofandelk-proof fences.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section 1302 of the act of June3, 1937 (P.L.1225,No.316),
known as The GameLaw, amendedMay 12, 1982 (P.L.412,No.119), is
amendedto read:

Section 1302. [Amount Available for Deer-Proof and Elk-Proof
Fences.—Notto exceedtwenty-five thousanddollars ($25,000)annually may
be expendedby the commission from the Game Fund for the purchaseof
woven wire fencing and staples,or fencing wire and wire fasteners,for the
erection of deer-proof and elk-proof fencesin accordancewith the provi..
sions of this article.] Limitation on Expendituresfor DeterrentFencing.—-
Thedirector mayspendup to thirty-five thousanddollars ($35,000)annually
from theGameFundfor thepurchaseoffencing,posts, staples,electricgen-
eratorsand othermaterialsnecessaryfor the erectionof deer, elk or bear
deterrentfencesin accordancewith theprovisionsofthis act.

Section 2. Thisactshalltakeeffect immediately.
