Itemizing public improvementprojectsto be constructedor acquiredby the
Departmentof GeneralServices,the PennsylvaniaFish Commissionor the
PennsylvaniaGameCommissiontogetherwith their estimatedfinancialcosts;
authorizingthe incurring of debt without the approvalof the electorsfor the
purposeof financingtheprojectsto beconstructedor acquiredby theDepart-
mentof GeneralServices;statingtheestimatedusefullife of the projects;and
makingappropriations.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

CHAPTER 1
ITEMIZATION OF DEBT FUNDED CAPITAL PROJECT

SUBCHAPTER A
GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 101. Totalauthorizations.
Thetotalauthorizationfor the additionalcapitalprojectin thecategoryof

public improvementprojectsitemizedin section 111 andto be acquiredor
constructedby theDepartmentof GeneralServices,its successorsor assigns,
andto befinancedby theincurringof debt,shallbe$6,170,000.

SUBCHAPTER B
ITEMIZATION OF PUBLIC IMPROVEMENT PROJECT

Section 111. Itemizationof publicimprovementproject.
Additionalcapitalprojectsin thecategoryof public improvementprojects

to beconstructedor acquiredby theDepartmentof GeneralServices,its suc-
cessorsor assigns,andto be financedby the incurringof debt,arehereby
itemized,togetherwith their respectiveestimatedfinancialcosts,asfollows:

Section301. Totalauthorizations.
The total authorizationfor the capitalprojectsin the categoryof public

improvementprojectsitemizedin section302to beconstructedbythe Penn-
sylvaniaFishCommission,andto be financedfrom currentrevenuesof the
BoatFundandtheFish Fundpursuantto executiveauthorizations,shall be
$550,000.
Section302. Itemizationof FishCommissioncapitalprojects.

CHAPTER S
GAME FUND PROJECTS

Section 501. Totalauthorizations.
The total authorizationfor the capital projectsin the categoryof public

improvementprojectsto be acquiredby the PennsylvaniaGameCommis-
sion, andto be financedfrom currentrevenuesof the GameFundpursuant
to executiveauthorizations,shallbe $1,398,000.
Section 502. Itemizationof GameCommissioncapitalprojects.

The individualcapitalprojectsin thecategoryof public improvementpro-
jects to be acquiredby the PennsylvaniaGame Commission, and to be
financedfrom current revenuesof the GameFund pursuantto executive
authorizations,areherebyitemized, togetherwith their respectiveestimated
costs,asfollows:

CHAPTER 7
DEBT AUTHORIZATION AND APPROPRIATION

Section701. Debtauthorization.
TheGovernor,Auditor GeneralandStateTreasurerareherebyauthorized

anddirectedto borrow, from time to time, in addition to any authorization
heretoforeorhereafterenacted,onthecredit of theCommonwealth,subject
to the limitations providedin the currentcapitalbudget,moneynot exceed-
ing in the aggregatethe sum of $6,170,000as may be found necessaryto
carry out the acquisitionand constructionof the public improvementpro-
jectsspecificallyitemizedin acapitalbudget.
Section702. Issueof bonds.

The indebtednessauthorizedin this act shall be incurred, from time to
time, and shall be evidencedby one or more series of generalobligation
bondsof the Commonwealthin suchaggregateprincipal amountfor each
seriesastheGovernor,Auditor GeneralandStateTreasurershalldetermine,
but thelateststatedmaturitydateshallnot exceedtheestimatedusefullife of
theprojectsbeingfinancedas statedin section703.
Section703. Estimatedusefullife andtermof debt.

(a) Estimateduseful life.-—The GeneralAssembly statesthat the esti-
mateduseful life of thepublic improvementprojectsitemizedin thisactis 30
years.

(b) Term of debt—Themaximumterm of the debt authorizedto be
incurredunderthisactis 30years.
Section704. Appropriations.

The net proceedsof the saleof the obligationsauthorizedin this actare
herebyappropriatedfrom the CapitalFacilitiesFundto the Departmentof
GeneralServicesin the maximum amount of $6,170,000to be used by it
exclusively to defray the financial costof the public improvementprojects
specifically itemized in a capital budget. After reservingor paying the
expensesof the saleof the obligation, the StateTreasurershall pay to the
Departmentof GeneralServicesthemoneysasrequiredandcertifiedby it to
belegallydueandpayable.
Section705. Federalfunds.

In additionto thosefundsappropriatedin section704, all moneysreceived
from theFederalGovernmentfor theprojectsspecificallyitemizedin thisact
arealsoherebyappropriatedfor thoseprojects.

CHAPTER 9
EFFECTIVE DATE

Section901. Effectivedate.
This actshalltakeeffectimmediately.
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APPROVED—The14thdayof February,A. D. 1986,exceptasto thefollow-
ing:

Section704. Appropriations.
The net proceedsof the sale of theobligationsauthorizedin this act are

herebyappropriatedfrom the CapitalFacilitiesFundto theDepartmentof
GeneralServicesin the maximum amountof $6,170,000to be usedby it
exclusively to defraythe financialcostof the public improvementprojects
specifically itemized in a capital budget. After reservingor paying the
expensesof the saleof the obligation, the StateTreasurershall pay to the
Departmentof GeneralServicesthemoneysasrequiredandcertifiedby it to
belegallydueandpayable.

This item is approvedin the amount of $2,357,000. I withhold my
approvalfrom the remainderof the item. Theamountapproved,together
with $4,377,000in Federalfunds, will allow renovationof the Pennhurst
Centerandcreate330bedsforveteransfrom theSoutheasternportionof the
Commonwealth,consistentwith therecommendationsof the Southeastern
PennsylvaniaVeteransHome Site SelectionAdvisory Committeeand the
1985-86capital budget.Thebill includedtheFederalshareof thecostof this
project which is inconsistentwith ourcapital budgetprocessand,if allowed
to remain in the State debt authorization,could have jeopardizedour
chancesof gettingtheFederalfunds.
