Amending the act of April 6, 1956 (1955 P.L.1414, No.465), entitled, as
amended,“An ad: to promotethe welfareof the peopleof this Common-
wealth; creatingPortAuthoritiesto functionincountiesof thesecondclassas
bodiescorporateandpolitic, with powerto plan,acquire,construct,maintain
andoperatefacilit~iesandprojectsfor the improvementanddevelopmentof
theport districtandto borrowmoneyand issuebondstherefor;providing for
the paymentof suchbondsandprescribingthe rights of the holdersthereof;
conferringthe right of eminent domainon the authorities; authorizingthe
authoritiesto enterinto contractswith and to acceptgrantsfrom theFederal
governmentor any agencythereof; andconferringexclusivejurisdiction on
certaincourtsoverratesandservices;andauthorizingtheauthoritiesto collect
tolls, fares, fees, rentalsandchargesfor the useof facilities; defining the
authorities’powersandduties,anddefining theport districts;grantingPort
Authoritiesthe exclusiveright to engagein thebusinessof owning,operating,
andmaintaininga transportationsystemfor the transportationof personsin
countiesof thesecondclass,providing,whennecessary,for extensionof trans-
portationsystemsinto adjoiningcountiesandoutsideof said countiesas pro-
videdin theact; limiting thejurisdictionof thePublicUtility Commissionover
PortAuthorities; authorizingmunicipalitiesto makeloansandgrantsandto
transferexisting facilities; authorizingPortAuthoritiesto enterinto contracts
with and to accept grants from State and local governmentsor agencies
thereof;exemptingthe propertyand facilities of suchPortAuthorities from
taxationandlimiting thetime to commencecivil action againstsaidAuthori-
ties,” further providing for the awarding of contractsandmaking of pur-
chases.

The General Assemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section 9.1(a) of the act of April 6, 1956 (1955 P.L.1414,
No.465),known as the SecondClassCountyPort Authority Act, amended
March 7, 1982(P.L .166,No.52),is amendedtoread:

Section9.1. (a) All contractsor purchasesin excessof [four thousand
dollars ($4,000)J ten thousanddollars ($10,000) shall be in writing and,
exceptthosehereinaftermentioned,shallnot bemadeexceptwith andfrom
the lowest responsiblebiddermeetingspecifications,after duenotice in at
leastonenewspaperof generalcirculation, publishedor circulating in the
county at least three(3) times, at intervalsof not less than three(3) days
wheredaily newspapersof generalcirculationareemployedfor suchpubli-
cation, or in caseweekly newspapersareemployed,then the noticeshall be
publishedoncea weekfor two (2) successiveweeks.The first advertisement
shall bepublishednot lessthanten (10) daysprior to the datefixed for the
openingof bids.

All contractsor purchasesunder Ifour thousanddollars ($4,000)I ten
thousanddollars ($1O,000)may be negotiatedwith or without competitive
bidding under soundprocurementproceduresas promulgatedand estab-
lishedby theboard.
