Amendingtheactof June23, 1931 (P.L.932,No.317),entitled“An actrelating
to cities of thethird class;andamending,revising,andconsolidatingthe law
relating thereto,” providing for the immediatevesting of certain disabled
policeofficersin pensionsystems.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. The act of June23, 1931 (P.L.932,No.317), known as The
Third ClassCity Code, reenactedand amendedJune28, 1951 (P.L.662,
No.164), isamendedby addingasectionto read:

Section4303.2. Total Disability.—(a) Notwithstandinganyprovision
ofthis act, anypoliceofficer who becomestotally disableddueto injuries
sustainedin theline ofdutyshall be deemedto befully vestedin thepolice
pensionfund, regardlessof theactualnumberofyearsofcreditedservice,
andshallbeeligiblefor immediateretirementbenefits.

(b) Claimsunderthissectionshall be decidedby thegoverningbodyof
thecity. Proof ofdisabilityshallbebycompetentmedicalevidencepro4’ided
by the claimant. Thegoverningbodyofthe city mayat anytime havethe
claimantexaminedbyitsownphysician.

(c) Claims underthis sectionmay be broughtas the regulationsof the
city councilprescribe.Hearingsandappealsshall beasprovidedin Title2of
the PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes(relating to administrativelaw and
procedure).

(d) Thepensionfundshall besubrogatedto theright ofthe claimantto
the extentofanypaymentsmadeunder the act ofJune2, 1915 (P.L. 736,
No.338),knownas “The PennsylvaniaWorkmen’sCompensationAct,” or
the actofJune28, 1935 (P.L.477,No.193),referredto as theEnforcement
OfficerDisabilityBenefitsLaw.

(e) Definition.—Asusedin this section, “total disability” shall mean
permanentmentalor physicalimpairmentwhich rendersthepoliceofficer
unabletoperformhisduties.

Section2. Thisactshalltakeeffectimmediately.
