Amendingthe act of January24, 1966 (1965 P1.1527,No.535), entitled“An act
providing for and regulatingthe licensingof landscapearchitects;fixing fees;
creatingthe StateBoardof LandscapeArchitects; imposingpowersanddutieson
the Departmentof State, the Commissionerof Professionaland Occupational
Affairs and the board; and prescribingunlawful acts and penalties,”requiring
continuingeducationas acondition for licenserenewal.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section1. Theact of January24, 1966 (1965P.L.1527,No.535),known
as the LandscapeArchitects’ RegistrationLaw, is amendedby addinga
section to read:

Section9.1. Continuing Education Required.—(a) The board shall
adopt,promulgateandenforceregulationsconsistentwith theprovisionsof
this act establishingrequirementsof continuing educationto be metby
individualslicensedas landscapearchitectsunderthis act asa condition
for renewal of their licenses.The board may waive all or part of the
continuingeducation requirementfor a landscapearchitect who shows
evidence,to the board’s satisfaction,that he was unableto completethe
requirementsdueto illness,emergencyorhardship.Theseregulationsshall
includeanyfeesnecessaryfor the board to carry out its responsibilities
underthissection.

(b) Beginningwish the licenseperioddesignatedby regulation, each
personlicensedunderthis act shall be requiredto obtain ten hours of
mandatorycontinuingeducationduring eachtwo-year licenseperiod.A
licensedlandscapearchitect who wishes to activatea license which has
beenplacedon inactivestatusshall be requiredto documentten hoursof
continuingeducation.

(c) All courses,materials,locationsand instructorsshall beapproved
by theboard.Nocreditshallbegivenforanycoursein office managemenL

(d) Theboardshall initiate thepromulgationofregulationsto carry out
theprovisionsofthis sectionwithin six monthsofthe effectivedateofthis
section.

(e) The board shall inform licenseesof the continuing education
requirementprior to the renewalperiod when continuing education is
required.
