Apportioning this Commonwealth into congressionaldistricts in conformity with
constitutional requirements; providing for the nomination and election of
Congressmen; requiring publication of notice of the establishment of
congressionaldistricts following the Federal decennial census; imposing duties
on the Secretary of the Commonwealth and the Legislative ReferenceBureau;
and making repeals.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealth of Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

CHAPTER 1
PRELIMINARY PROVISIONS

Section101. Shorttitle.
This act shall be known and may be cited as the Congressional

RedistrictingAct of 2002.
Section 102.Definitions.

The following words andphraseswhenusedin this actshall havethe
meaningsgiven to themin this sectionunlessthe contextclearly indicates
otherwise:

“Act 1 of 2002.” The actof January7, 2002 (P.L.l, No.!), entitled “An
act to apportion the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniainto congressional
districtsin conformitywith constitutionalrequirements;providing for the
nomination and election of Congressmen;and requiring publication of
noticeof the establishmentof congressionaldistricts following theFederal
decennialcensus.”

CHAPTER3
ESTABLISHMENT OFCONGRESSIONALDISTRICTS

Section301. Congressionaldistricts.
For thepurposeof electingrepresentativesof thepeopleof Pennsylvania

to serve in the House of Representativesin the Congressof the United
States, this Commonwealthshall be divided into 19 districtswhich shall
haveoneCongressmaneach,as follows:

electedat the electionof 2002 shall befilled for the unexpiredtermsfrom
thedistrictsutilizedprior to January7, 2002.
Section303. Missedpolitical subdivision.

In theeventanypolitical subdivisionor part thereofshouldbeomitted in
the descriptionof the congressionaldistricts, the political subdivisionor
part thereofshall be includedas a part of the congressionaldistrict which
completelysurroundsit. Shouldanyomittedpolitical subdivisionor part
thereofbe not completelysurroundedby onecongressionaldistrict, it shall
becomeapartof that congressionaldistrict to which it is contiguous,or, if
thereare two or moresuchcontiguousdistricts,it shall becomea part of
that congressional district contiguous thereto which has the least
population.
Section304. Duty topublishnoticeof redisthcting.

The secretaryshall publish notice of the congressionaldistricts as
establishedat leastoncein at leastonenewspaperof generalcirculation in
each county in which such newspapersare published.The notice shall
contain legal descriptionsfor all congressionaldistricts in the county in
which thepublicationis made.The noticeshall alsostatethe populationof
the districtshavingthe smallestandlargestpopulationsandthepercentage
variation of such districtsfrom the averagepopulation for congressional
districts.
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CHAPTER5
ADMINISTRATION

Section501. Dutiesof secretary.
Thesecretaryhasthefollowing duties:

(1) By 12 noon on April 25, 2002, the secretaryshall make a
determination as to whether an injunction prohibiting the
Commonwealthfrom conductingthe2002electionfor Representatives-in
Congressin accordancewith theredistrictingplan containedin Act 1 of
2002remainsin effect.

(2) On April 25,2002,if thesecretarydeterminesthat an injunction
prohibiting the Commonwealthfrom conductingthe 2002 election for
Representativesin Congressin accordancewith the redistricting plan
containedin Act 1 of 2002doesnot remainin effect, the secretaryshall
transmitnoticeof thatdeterminationto theLegislativeReferenceBureau
for publicationin thePennsylvaniaBulletin.

(3) On April 25,2002,if the secretarydeterminesthat an injunction
prohibiting the Commonwealthfrom conductingthe 2002 election for
Representativesin Congressin accordancewith the redistricting plan
containedin Act 1 of 2002remainsin effect, the secretaryshall transmit
notice of that determinationto the Legislative ReferenceBureaufor
publicationin thePennsylvaniaBulletin.

(4) Publishon thedepartment’sWorld WideWeb site amapof this
Commonwealthshowingall congressionaldistrictsestablished.

CHAPTER15
CONCLUDING PROVISIONS

Section1501. Repeal.
(a) Speciflc.—Theactof January7, 2002 (P.L.1, No.1), entitled“An act

toapportiontheCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniainto congressionaldistricts
in conformity with constitutional requirements; providing for the
nomination and election of Congressmen;and requiring publication of
noticeof the establishmentof congressionaldistricts following the Federal
decennialcensus,”is repealed.

(b) Previously utilized plan.—Exceptto the extent necessaryfor an
election to fill a vacancyunder section 302(b), the State Congressional
RedistrictingPlanutilizedprior toJanuary7, 2002,is abrogated.
Section1502. Severability.

Theprovisionsof this actareseverable.If anyprovisionof this actor its
applicationto any personor circumstanceis held invalid, the invalidity
shall not affect other provisionsor applicationsof this actwhich can be
giveneffectwithout the invalidprovision or application.
Section 1503. Effectivedate.
