AN ACT 

Fur the relief of certain county treasurers and county tax col­
lectors, in the settlement of county, poor, and State taxes, in 
cities of the third class. · 
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Section 1. Be it ~nacted, &c., 'l'hat where, in any city 
of the third class, the collector_s of county, poor, and 
~tate taxes, or any of them, shall have, in good faith, 
heretofore allowed taxables charged with any such 
taxes in their duplicates an abatement of not exceeding 
five per cent. for prompt pay1nent, and, in settlement of 
their respective duplicates as such collectors with the 
proper county treasurer, such treasurer shall have, in 
like good faith and influenced by prior usage, allowed 
such collectors credit for such abatements, believing 
them to be entitled thereto under the law, he shall, in 
the settlement of his accounts as such treasurer by the 
proper county auditors, be entitled to and r~ceive credit 
for the amount of such abatements so allowed by him 
in his settlement with the collectors as afor~said, and 
shall not be surcharged therewith, and all such settle-

· ments shall be deemed legal and valid; and where any 
snch abatement shall have been allowed by any such 
collector_ of cournty, poor, and State taxes, the county 
heasurer is authorized to allow such abatemrmt in the 
settlement of the accounts of such collector.
