Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section sixteen of Hiections,
the act, approved the tenth day of June, one thou-
sand eight hundred and ninety-three (Pamphlet Laws,
four hundred and nineteen), entitled “An act to
regulate the nomination and election of public officers;

They shall also cause to be printed on tinted
paper and without the fac-simile endorsements, copies
of the form of the ballot provided for each voting place

men ballots for use as required in section twenty-one
of this act. They shall also provide for each election
district at every election therein, two copies of the
assessor’s lists of voters, and shall deliver the same as
such lists are now delivered, one copy to be called the
‘ballot check list,’ for the inspectors in charge of the
ballots, and the other copy to be called the ‘voting
check list, to be used in marking the name of those
who have voted and the number of their ballots as now
