AN ACT

To repeal an act, approved the eighteenth day of July, one thou-
sand nine hundred nineteen (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand fifry-
five), ‘““An aet in relation to the public safety, defense, and
welfare of the Commonwealth and of the United States; con-
tinuing the Commission of Public Safety and Defense as a Com-
mission of Public Welfare; preseribing its powers and duties:
and making an appropriation.”

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the act, approved
the eighteenth day of July, one thousand nine hundred
nineteen (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand fifty-five), en-
titled “An act in relation to the public safety, defense,
and welfare of the Commonwealth and of the United
States; continuing the Commission of Public Safety
and Defense as a Commission of Public Welfare; pre-
scribing its powers and duties; and making an appro-
priation,” be, and the same is hereby, repealed.
