AN AOT 

To amend section two of an act, approved the twenty-fifth day of 
July, one thousand nine hundred and ~eventeen (Pamphlet 
Laws, eleven hundred eighty), entitled "an act providing for 
the joint acquisition and maintenance by the Commonwealth 
of Pennsylvania and the State of New tork of certain toll­
bridges over the Delaware River, and mak!ing an appropriation 
therefor." 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section two of 
the act, approved the twenty-fifth (lay of July, one 
thousand nine hundred and seventeen (Pamphlet Laws, 
eleven hundred eighty), entitled "An act providing 
for the joint acquisition and maintenance by the 
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and the State of New 
York of certain toll-bridges over the Delaware River, 
and making an appro,priation therefor," is hereby 
amended to read as follows : 

Section 2. The [Board of Commissioners of Public 
Grounds and Buildings] Auditor General, Sta,te Trea,s­
urer, a,nd Secr~tary of Hightways of the Common­
wealth of Pennsylvania [is] are hereby constituted 
a commission, to act, in conjunctian with a similar 
commission of the State of New York, or with nny 
other governmental agrmcy designared by the State 
of New York, as a joint commission, for the acquisi­
tion of the various bridges over the Delaware River 
between the Commonwealth of PenJ!Lsylvania and the 
State of New York.

AN ACT 

To further amend section one thousand fo)1r hundred arnl fonr­
