amending, and consolidating the law relating thereto,'' 
is hereby amended to read as follorws: 

Section 240. Any township supervisor, township 
superintendent, roadmaster, or contractor, employed 
to work on the roads, bridges, and highways of any 
township of the second class, who shall violate any 
of the provisions of this act, othe:ir than those for 
the violation of which specific penalties are provided, 
or who shall fail, neglect, or refuse to carry out the 
provisions of this act, shall be guilt'!) of a misdemean­
or and upon conviction [before a justice of the 
peace, J in a court of quarter sessionl'I be sentenced to 
pay a fine of not more than fifty dollars, to be col­
lected in the name of the township as other debts 
of likr~ amount are collected. All such fines shall 
be paid to the tow11ship treasurer, for the use of the 
road fund.

AN ACT 

Relating to the dissolution of corporations; and imposing certain 
duties on the Secretary of the Commonwealth and the pro­
thonotaries. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., '!!hat when a certi­
fied copy of a decree of any court of common pleas 
of this Commonwealth dissolving a corporation pur­
suant to the act, approved the ninth day of April, 
one thousand eight hundred. and tlfty-six (Pamphlet 
Laws, two hundred ninety-three), entitled "Supplement 
to the acts relating to incorporati((rns by the Courts 
of Common Pleas," or any other act relating to the 
dissolution of corporations, is filed /in the office of the 
Secretary of the Commonwealth, it shall be the duty 
of the said Secretary of the Common wealth to trans­
mit to the prothonotary of the proper county a cer­
tificate certifying to the receipt of such certified copy 
of the court's decree, together with the place of record 
thereof in the office of the Secretaty of the Common­
wealth; and the prothonotary shall note the same on 
the docket of the particular cao:e, 'and such notation 
by the prothonotary shall be con¢lusive evidence of 
the filing of such certified copy of the court's decree 
in the office of the Secretary of the Commonwealth 
and of the final dissolution of sue}) corporation.
