The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. The act, approved the thirty-first day of 
August, one thousand nine hundred fifty-five (Pamphlet 
Laws 531, Act No. 131), entitled "An act permitting 
and regulating wrestling and boxing contests and ex­
hibitions; requiring licenses and permits; conferring 
powers and imposing duties upon the State Athletic 
Commission; providing for the granting, suspension, 
and revocation of licenses and permits issued by the 
Commission; preserving the rights of existing licensees 
and permittees; prescribing penalties, fines, forfeitures 
and misdemeanors; requiring bonds and insurance; cre­
ating a Medical ..A.dvisory Board; providing for rules 
and regulations; and making appropriations," is hereby 
amended by adding, immediately following section two 
hundred three, a new section to read as follows: 

Section 203.1. Fictitious Names.-No person shall 
participate in any amateur boxing contest or exhibi­
tion 1inder a fictitious or assumed name, 1tnless such 
fictitious or assumed name has first been registered with 
the Commission.

AN ACT 
Authorizing the Department of Property and Supplies, with the 

approval of the Governor, to acquire five tracts of land in the 
Borough of West Chester, Chester County, for use of West 
Chester State Teachers' College; and making an appropriation. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. The Department of Property and Sup· 
plies, with the approval of the Governor, is authorized 
to purchase in the name of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania, for use of West Chester State Teachers' 
College, any or all of the following described five tracts 
of land in the Borough of West Chester, County of 
Chester, and Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, bounded 
and described as follows : 

Tract No. 1. Beginning on the east side of New 
Street 348 feet 6 inches southwardly from the south-

east corner of New and Sharpless .Streets; thence along 
the east side of New Street northwardly 75 feet to land 
now or late of Jacob Juricks; thence by the same north 
64* degrees east 223 feet 51;2 inches to land now or 
late of Albert P. Hall; thence along Hall land soufo 
25 degrees east 75 feet to land now or late of George 
Fitzsimmons; thence by the same south 64* degrees 
west 225 feet and 1h of an inch to the place of begin­
ning; containing 16,880 square feet, more or less, of lane~, 
having thereon erected a brick dwelling, No. 623 Soufo 
New Street.
