AN ACT

Authorizingthe transferof realproperty in the City of Scranton,
LackawannaCounty, from the Departmentof Highwaysto the
Departmentof Public Welfarefor use of Clarks Summit State
Hospital.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn- Real property.

Sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The jurisdiction and control of all that
tract or parcel of land, with improvements thereon
erected, situate in the City of Scranton,Lackawanna
County, described as follows, is herebytransferredto
the Departmentof Public Welfare for use of Clarks
Summit StateHospital:

All thoselots or tracts of land known as Lots Nos. 23
and 24 in Squareor Block No. 226 and situate—

(a) Upon streetcalled andknown as Wyoming Ave-
nue upon the plot of Scranton,intended to be duly
registeredand recorded,said lots being together80 feet
in front and 167 feet in depth andrectangular,with an
alley in the rear 16 feet wide for public use and with
the privilege of using 10 feet in front of the front line
of said lots on Wyoming Avenue and Ash Street for
door,yard, vault, piazza, porch or bay window, but for
no otherpurpose,the topline of said vault in no caseto
be higher than the top of the sidewalk;

(b) Together with the right of surface support,ac-
quired by deed of the ScrantonTrust Companyto the
School District of the City of Scranton,datedAugust
28, 1917, and recordedin LackawannaCounty in Deed
Book Volume 280, at page271.

And being the same premisesconveyedto the Com-
monwealthof Pennsylvaniaby deedof theSchoolDistrict
of Scranton,dated October 25, 1954, and recordedin
LackawannaCounty Deed Book Volume 528, page193.

Section 2. The transfer shall become effective when
(1) the ExecutiveBoard approvesthe transfer in writ-
ing, (2) payment is made to the Motor License Fund
in an amount to be fixed by the Secretaryof Highways,
the Secretaryof Public Welfare and the Auditor Gen-
eral, and (3) an instrumentdrawnand executedby the
Secretaryof Highwaysand Secretaryof Public Welfare
in the mannersuggestedand approvedby the Depart-
ment of Justice evidencingthe transfer is filed in the
office of the Secretaryof PropertyandSupplies.

Section 3. The funds derived from the transfer of ~~1tbo~i of
the realpropertyshallbe usedexclusivelyin accordance
with the provisionsand restrictions prescribedin sec-
tion 18, Article IX. of the Constitutionof the Common-
wealthof Pennsylvania.
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Act ei!ective
immediately. Section 4. This act shall take effect immediately.

Amending the act of July 2, 1935 (P. L. 589), entitled, as
amended,“An act to safeguardhumanhealthand life by pro-
viding for the issuanceof permits to, and regulationof persons
and entities selling milk andmilk products;conferringpowers,
and imposing duties on the Secretary of Agriculture; and
otherwise providing for the administration of the act; and
imposmg penalties,” further providing for the tuberculosisand
brucellosisring tests to be given to cows.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection(a) of section 8, act of July 2,
1935 (P. L. 589), entitled, as amended,‘‘An act to safe-
guardhumanhealth and life by providing for the issu-
anceof permits to, and regulationof personsandentities
selling milk andmilk products; conferringpowers,and
imposing duties on the Secretaryof Agriculture; and
otherwiseproviding for the administrationof the act;
and imposing penalties,” amended October 13, 1959
(P. L. 1301),is amendedto read:

Section 8. “Raw Milk” shall be produced and
handledin the following manner:

(a) “Raw Milk” shall be milk from a cow or cows,
determinedby physical examinationandtuberculintests
conductedin accordancewith the rules,regulations,and
practices of the [State] Department of Agriculture
pertainingto the individual accreditedherdplan [or the
modified accreditedareaplan], andbrucellosistestscon-
ducted in accordancewith the rules, regulations and
practicesof the Departmentof Agriculture pertaining
to the individual [accredited] certified herd plan to be
free from communicabledisease. In addition thereto,a
brucellosis ring test shall be conducted at least once
everyyear. Six monthsafter the blood test at the ex-
penseof the owner and if the results of such test are
suspicious,such cow or cows shall immediately be re-
testedby blood testing.
