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a month; in boroughswhose population is more than
fifteen hundred (1500) and not more than twenty-five
hundred (2500), a maximum of fifteen dollars ($15)
a month; in boroughswhose population is more than
twenty-five hundred (2500) and not more than five
thousand (5000), a maximum of twenty dollars ($20)
a month; in boroughswhose population is more than
five thousand (5000) and not more than ten thousand
(10,000), a maximum of fifty dollars ($50) a month;
and in boroughswhosepopulationis morethan tenthou-
sand(10,000),a maximumof onehundreddollars ($100)
a month.

The population shall be determinedby the latest
United Statesdecennialcensusor by two and one-half
(2½)times the number of registeredvoters in the
borough. No compensationshall be paid in any month
to a councilmanwho has failed to attend at least one
[regular] meetingof council during the month. A school
director shall not be eligible to the office of memberof
council.

sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Sectioii 1. Wheneverany board of school directors
shall have heretoforesold any umused and unnecessary
lands andbuildings by public auction the sale of which
by public auction is authorizedunder the provisionsof
the school laws of the Commonwealth,andsuchboardof
school directorshas received the purchaseprice, then
such sale shall be valid and binding on the school dis-
trict, and all deedsor conveyancesgiven by the school
district for any such lands and buildings are hereby
ratified, confirmed and validated, and such purchasers
and their respectiveheirs, successorsand assignsshall
hold andmay conveysuchtitles andestatesindefeasibly
as to any rights of the school districts therein, notwith-
standingthe fact that the notice of the public auction
wasnot publishedin the legal newspaperin the county,
or by posting of handbills, nor over the exact period of
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time prescribedby law in one or more newspapersof
general circulation publishedwithin the county or the
school district, and notwithstandingthe fact that the
termsandconditionsof said saleswerenot fixed by the
board of school directOrs in the motion or resolution
authorizing said sales: Provided, That notice of such
public auctionswaspublishedin oneor morenewspapers
of general circulation publishedwithin the county or
the school district for at least three times before the
date fixed for said sales,eachtime being in a different
week, and providing that the terms and conditions of
said saleswere fixed by the board of school directors
prior to the holding of such sales,and providing also
that all the other requirementsof law concerningthe
authorization,advertisingandholding of suchsale have
beencompliedwith.

pay certaindamages;and making an appropriation therefor.

rnghways The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Penn-
and Bridges. sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The Departmentof Highways, with the
approvalof the Governor, is hereby authorizedto con-
struct a highway and to erect and constructa bridge
beginning in WestmorelandCounty at or near the
GarversFerry approachto the proposednew Allegheny
River Bridge near Freeport;thence proceedingnorth-
easterly crossingthe Kiskiminetas River to join Legis-
lative RouteNo. 03001, leading from Traffic Route No.
66 to Schenley in Armstrong County, a distanceof
approximately10,000feet in length,includingthe bridge.

Section 2. In the constructionof said highway and
bridgeand the approachestheretoand connectionswith
Statehighways,the Departmentof Highwaysshall have
all of the powersand authority conferredwith r&spect
to the relocation,widening or constructionof Statehigh-
ways, including the exercise of the power of eminent
domain. Any damagessustainedby reason of taking
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
