Authorizing the Departmentof Property and Supplies,with the
approval of the Governor, to acquireby gift certainreal prop-
erty in Slippery Rock Township, Butler County.

TheGeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn- Real property.
sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The Department of Property and Sup-
plies, with the approval of the Governor, is hereby
authorizedto acquire,by gift, in the nameof the Com-
monwealthof Pennsylvaniafor the useof SlipperyRock
StateCollege,a tract of landin theTownshipof Slippery
Rock, County of Butler and Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, boundedand described,as follows:

Beginning at a point in Wolf Creek as presently
locatedand on line of land of Everett Hines; thence
along line of land of Hinessouth24 degrees30 minutes
east,a distanceof 2049.0 feet to a point; thence along
line of land of Hinessouth50 degrees00 minuteswest,
a distanceof 742.50 feet to a point on line of land of
Dickey; thence along line of land of Dickey north 87
degrees30 minuteswest, a distanceof 919.74 feet to a
point on line of other land of Emma Guffey Miller;
thencealong line of other land of Emma Guffey Miller
north 8 degrees50 minuteseast, a distanceof 1013.08
feet to an iron pin; thencealong samenorth 76 degrees
35 minutes east, a distanceof 442.08 feet to an iron
