AN ACT

Authorizing courtsto permit certain prisonersto leavejail dur-
ing reasonableandnecessaryhoursfor *oecupatjonal,scholastic
or medical purposes;conferring powers and imposing duties
upon c&urts, county commissionersandsheriffsand otherpersons
in charge of a jail or workhouse.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Wheneverany personhasbeensentenoed
to undergoimprisonmentin a county jail or workhouse,
hereafterreferredto as a jail, for a term of one year
or less,the court, at the time of sentenceor at any time
thereafterupon applicationmadetherefor,may by order
direct the sheriff, prison keeper,jail keeper,wardenor
otheradministrativeheadof a jail to permit the prisoner
to ]eave the jail during necessaryand reasonablehours
for the purposeof working at his employment,conduct-
ing his own businessor other self-employedoccupation,
including in the caseof a woman housekeepingand at-
tending to the needsof her family, seekingemployment,
attendanceat an educational institution or securing
medicaltreatment. The order of court may be rescinded
or modified :kr. any time with or without notice to the
prisoner.

Section 2. When a prisoner is employedfor wages
or salary, the sheriff or other personin chargeof the
jail shall collect the sameor requirethe prisonerto turn
over his wagesor salary in full when receivedand the
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sheriff or otherpersonin chargeof the jail shalldeposit
the same in a trust checking accountand shall keep a
ledgershowingthe statusof theaccountof eachprisoner.

~~ery prisoner gainfully employed shall be liable
for the o~t.of his board in the jail as fixed by the
county conin~issioners.If necessarilyabsent from jail
at a meal tithe, he shall, at his request, be furnished
with an adequatenourishing lunch to carry to work.
The sheriff or other person in chargeof the jail shall
chargehis accountif he ha,s one for such.board. If the
prisoner is gainfully self-employed,he shall pay for
such hoard in delault of which his privilege under t.his
act shall be automaticallyforfeited. If the jail food is
furnished directly by the county, the sheriff or other
personin chargeof the jail shall accountfor and pay
over such board paymentsto the county treasurer.

Section 3. By order of the court, the wages or
salariesof employedprisonersshall he disbursedfor the
following purposesin the order stated:

(1) The boardof the prisoner;

(2) ~ecessary travel expenseto and from work and
other incidental expensesof the prisoner;

(3) Supportof the prisoner’sdependents,if any, the
amount to be determinedby the court;

(4) Paymentof docketcostscoonectedwith the com-
mitment of the person;

(5) Paymenteitherin full or ratablyof the prisoner’s
obligations acknowledgedby him in writing or which
havebeenreducedto judgment;

(6) The balance,if any,to the prisonerupon his dis-

charge.

Section 4. The court may by order authorize the
sheriff or other person in chargeof the jail to whom
the prisoneris committedto arrangewith anothersheriff
or other personin chargeof a jail for the employment
of the prisoner in the other’s county and while so em-
ployed to be in the other’scustodybut in otherrespects
to be and continuesubject to the commitment.

Section 5. The sheriff or other person in chargeof
a jail may refuse to permit the prisonerto exercisehis
privilege to leave the jail for a period not to exceed
five daysfor any breachof discipline or otherviolation
of jail regulations.
