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(b) All such accident reports shall be without prejudices, shall be

for the information of the commission, and shall not be open to public

inspection. The fact that such.reports have been made shall be ad-

missible in evidence solely to prove compliance with the requirements,

but no such report or any part thereof, or statement contained therein

shall be admissible in evidence for any other purpose in any trial, civil

or criminal, arising out of such accidents. The commission shall, upon

request, furnish any person a certified abstract of the accident re-

port. Such abstract shall be limited to the date, time, location, weather

conditions, names and addresses of operators, passengers and wit-

nesses, and a description of the boats involved.

AN ACT

SB 645

Amending the act of June 3, 1919 (P. L. 366), entitled “An act reorganizing the
Department of State Police; creating therein a Bureau of Fire Protection; providing
for a State Police Force, and defining the powers and duties of the same, including
the enforcement of laws relating to game, fish, forestry, and water supply, and
certain other laws, and including the collection of information useful for the detection
of crime, and the apprehension of criminals; providing for the equipment, mainte-
nance, and transportation of such police; providing for barracks and sub-stations
therefor; and prescribing penalties,” removing provisions requiring two year enlist-
ments.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania here-
by enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 7, act of June 3, 1919 (P. L. 366), entitled “An
act reorganizing the Department of State Police; creating therein a
Bureau of Fire Protection; providing for a State Police Force, and
defining the powers and duties of the same, including the enforce-
ment of laws relating to game, fish, forestry, and water supply, and
certain other laws, and including the collection of information useful
for the detection of crime, and the apprehension of criminals; pro-
viding for the equipment, maintenance, and transportation of such
police, providing for barracks and sub-stations therefor; and prescrib-
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ing penalties,” amended April 27, 1925 (P. L. 314), is amended to
read:

Section 7. The Superintendent of the Pennsylvania State Police
shall be appointed by the Governor for a term of four years from the
third Tuesday of January next following the election of a Governor
and until his successor shall have been appointed and qualified. The
[members of the State Police Force shall be enlisted for a period of
two years, and the] officers and enlisted men of the State Police
Force shall receive an increase of one hundred and twenty dollars
per annum after one year’s service, and an additional increase of one
hundred and twenty dollars per annum during continuous service for
each of the following three years, and an additional increase of sixty
dollars per annum during continuous service for each of the following
two years: Provided, That this section shall not apply to.the Super-
intendent of the Pennsylvania State Police and the deputies, chiefs,
statisticians, clerks, experts, and other assistants engaged in the work
of the Pennsylvania State Police who are not members of the State
Police Force, and whose compensation under existing law is fixed by
the Superintendent of the Pennsylvania State Police with the approval
of the Governor.

SB 776

Authorizing the Department of Property and Supplies, with the approval of the
governor to sell and convey a certain tract of land in Fairview Township, York
ounty.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The Department of Property and Supplies, with the ap-
proval of the Governor, is hereby authorized on behalf of the Com-
monwealth of Pennsylvania to sell and convey to the Pennsylvania
Turnpike Commission, for the sum of seven hundred fifty dollars
($750), the following described tract of land in the Township of Fair-
view, County of York and Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

Beginning at a corner common to the land of United States of
America and the land now or formerly belonging to Commonwealth
of Pennsylvania (the land herein described), said place of beginning
being at the distance of 280 feet south 35 degrees 13 minutes west
