AN ACT

SB 102

Amendingthe actof April 12, 1951 (P.L.90,No.21), entitled“An actrelating to
alcoholic liquors, alcoholandmalt andbrewedbeverages;amending,revising,
consolidatingandchangingthelawsrelatingthereto;regulatingandrestricting
the manufacture,purchase, sale, possession,consumption, importation,
transportation,furnishing,1holdingin bond,holdingin storage,traffic in anduse
of alcoholic liquors, alcoholandmalt and brewedbeveragesandthepersons
engaged or employed therein; defining the powers and duties of the
PennsylvaniaLiquor Control Board; providing for the establishmentand
operationof Stateliquor stores,for the paymentof certainlicensefeesto the
respectivemunicipalitiesandtownships,for the abatementof certainnuisances
and, in certain cases,for searchand seizurewithout warrant; prescribing
penaltiesand forfeitures; providing for local option, and repealingexisting
laws,” authorizingsaleson certainspecialelectiondays.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section304, act of April 12, 1951 (P.L.90, No.21),known
as the “Liquor Code,” is amendedto read:

Section304. WhenSalesMay Be Madeat PennsylvaniaLiquor Stores.
—EveryPennsylvaniaLiquor Storeshall be openfor businessweek days,
exceptlegalholidaysor anydayon which a general,municipal,specialor
primary election is being held, during such hours as the board, in its
discretion,shall determine,but shall not be openlonger than fourteen
hoursin anyonedaynor laterthaneleveno’clockpostmeridian:Provided,
That thePennsylvaniaLiquor Storesin thecaseofa specialelectionfor
membersof the GeneralAssemblyor membersof the Congressof the
United States, when such special election is held on other than a
primary, municipal or general election day, shall be open in those
Legislative or CongressionalDistricts as though the day werenot a
specialelectionday.Theboardmay,with the approvalof the Governor,
temporarilycloseany storein any municipality.

Section 2. Subsection1(a) of section 406 of the act, reenactedand
amendedSeptember2, 1971 (P.L.429,No.103),andamendedJune1, 1972
(No.95),is amendedto read:

Section406. SalesbyLiquor Licensees;Restrictions.—(a)Everyhotel,
restaurantor club liquor licenseemay sell liquor and malt or brewed
beveragesby theglass,openbottleor othercontainer,andin anymixture,
for consumptiononly in thatpartof thehotelor restauranthabituallyused
for the servingof food to guestsor patrons,and in the caseof hotels,to
guests,and in thecaseof clubs,to members,in their privateroomsin the
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hotel or club. No club licenseenor its officers, servants,agents or
employes,other thanoneholding a cateringlicense,shallsell any liquor
or maltor brewedbeveragesto anypersonexcepta memberof theclub.
In thecaseof arestaurantlocatedin a hotel whichis notoperatedby the
ownerof thehotelandwhichis licensedto sell liquor underthisact,liquor
andmalt or brewedbeveragesmay be sold for consumptionin thatpart
of the restauranthabitually usedfor the servingof mealsto patronsand
also to guestsin privateguestroomsin the hotel.For the purposeof this
paragraph,anypersonwho is an activememberof anotherclub which is
charteredby the samestateor nationalorganizationshallhavethe same
rights andprivileges as membersof the particularclub.

Hotelandrestaurantliquor licensees,airportrestaurantliquorlicensees
andmunicipal golf courserestaurantliquor licenseesmaysell liquor and
malt or brewedbeveragesonly after seveno’clock antemeridianof any
dayuntil two o’clock antemeridianof the following day, exceptSunday,
andexceptas hereinafterprovided,may sell liquor andmalt or brewed
beverageson Sundaybetweenthe hoursof twelve o’clockmidnightand
two o’clock antemeridian.

Hotelandrestaurantliquor licensees,airportrestaurantliquorlicensees
andmunicipal golf courserestaurantliquor licenseeswhosesalesof food
andnonalcoholicbeveragesareequalto forty per centumor moreof the
combinedgrosssalesof both food andalcoholicbeveragesmaysell liquor
and malt or brewedbeverageson Sunday betweenthe hoursof one
o’clock postmeridianand ten o’clock postmeridianupon purchaseof a
special annualpermit from the board at a fee of two hundreddollars
($200.00)per year,which shall be in addition to anyotherlicensefees.

Hotelandrestaurantliquor licensees,airportrestaurantliquorlicensees
andmunicipalgolfcourserestaurantliquor licenseeswhichdo not qualify
for andpurchasesuch annual specialpermit, their servants,agentsor
employesmaysell liquor andmalt or brewedbeveragesonly after seven
o’clockantemeridianof anydayanduntil two o’clockantemeridianof the
following day,andshallnot sell aftertwo o’clockantemeridianon Sunday.
No hotel,restaurantandpublicserviceliquorlicenseeshallsell liquor and
malt or brewedbeveragesafter two o’clock antemeridianon anydayon
whichageneral,municipal,specialor primaryelectionis beinghelduntil
onehour after the time fixed by law for closingthe polls, except,that, in
the caseof a specialelectionfor membersof the GeneralAssemblyor
membersof theCongressof the UnitedStates,whensuchspecialelection
is held on other than a primary, municipal or general election day,
licenseesin thoseLegislativeor CongressionalDistricts may makesuch
sales,asthough theday werenota specialelectionday.No clublicensee
or its servants,agentsor employesmay sell liquor or malt or brewed
beveragesbetweenthe hoursof three o’clock antemeridianandseven
o’clock antemeridianon any day.No public serviceliquor licenseeor its
servants,agents,or employesmaysell liquor or maltor brewedbeverages
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between the hours of two o’clock antemeridianand seven o’clock
antemeridianon anyday1Any hotel, restaurant,club or public service liquor licenseemay, by
given notice to the board, advanceby one hour the hours herein
prescribedas thoseduring which liquor andmalt or brewedbeverages
maybe sold duringsuch part of the yearwhendaylight savingtime is
being observedgenerally in the municipality in which the place of
businessof suchlicenseeis located.Any licenseewhoelectsto operatehis
place of businessin accordancewith daylight savingtime shall post a
conspicuousnotice in his place of businessthat he is operatingin
accordancewith daylight savingtime.

Notwithstanding any provisions to the contrary, whenever the
thirty-first dayof Decemberfalls on aSunday,everyhotel or restaurant
liquorlicensee,their servants,agentsoremployesmaysell liquorandmalt
or brewedbeverageson anysuchdayafteroneo’clockpostmeridianand
until two o’clock antemeridianof the following day.

Section3. Clause(6) of section492 of the act is amendedto read:
Section492. Unlawful ActsRelativeto Malt or BrewedBeveragesand

Licensees.—
It shallbe unlawful—

(6) Salesof Malt or Brewed Beverageson Election Day by Hotels,
EatingPlacesor Public ServiceLicensees.Foranyhotel or eatingplace
holdingaretaildispenser’slicense,or anymaltorbrewedbeveragepublic
servicelicensee,orhisservants,agentsor employes,to sell, furnishorgive
any malt or brewed beveragesto any person after two o’clock
antemeridian,or until one’ hourafterthetime fixed by law for theclosing
ofpolling placesondayson whichageneral,municipal,specialor primary
electionis beingheldexceptaspermittedbysubsection(a) ofsection406.

Section4. This actshall takeeffect immediately.
