Amendingtheactof July 22, 1970 (P.L.513,No.178),entitled“Anact imposinga
tax on the sale or possessionof cigarettesandproviding penalties,”deleting
certainprovisionsrelatingto the dispositionof funds.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1202.1, act of July 22, 1970 (P.L.513,No.178),
addedJune28, 1975 (No.18),knownas the “PennsylvaniaCigaretteTax
Act,” is amendedto read:

Section 1202.1. Disposition of Certain Funds.-—All cigarette tax
revenuescollected by the Departmentof Revenueunder this act and
heretoforepaidinto the ParentReimbursementFund inaccQrdancewith
the act of August 27, 1971 (P.L.358,No.92), known as the “Parent
ReimbursementAct for NonpublicEducation,”shall be transferredinto
the GeneralFund,andall suchrevenueshereinaftercollected[until June
30, 1976] shall be paid into the GeneralFund. [Cigarettetax revenues
collectedon and after July 1,1976 by thedepartmentshall be paid into the
Parent ReimbursementFund in accordancewith theact ofAugust 27,1971
(P1.358,No.92).]

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
